Bumes was thP 
most stubborn of these but gave In 
when threatened with the power of 
the government to force a sale. By 
t'l)e terms of the sale, announced in 
1.791, the owners agreed to convey to 
1be government free of .cost such por· 
t1Qus of the farms as were needed for 
streets. parks, etc., and to sell land 
for puhlic buildings and improvements 
at $125 per acre.
