Counting two touchdowns on sus-
tained power drives of 80 and 52 yards
in the second and third quarters, the
Paintsville high school Tigers defeat-
ed the highly-favored Prestonsburg
eleven, 13-6, on the Paintsville field
last Thursday afternoon in the annual
Thanksgiving classic between the two
teams.

The loss, Prestonsburg’s first to
Paintsville since 1929, knocked the
Blackcats out of the undisputed title
for the Big Sandy conference cham-
pionship. With the conference season
over, Prestonsburg and Pikeville are
tied for the honors, each with three
victories and one loss.

The Tigers experienced little difficulty
in opening huge holes in the Prestons-
burg forward wall. During their two
touchdown drives they threw only one
pass, which fell incomplete. Two other
passes -early in the game failed to
click. The Blackcats attempted ten
passes and completed six, good for 51
yards, Three were incomplete and one

was intercepted by Paintsville.
Paintsville threatened to score on
the opening kick-off, when Burgess

took the ball on his own 20pyard line
and squirmed his way to the Pres-
tonsburg 25, being caught from the
rear, The Tigers made one first down
and carried the ball to 11, when their
offense bogged.

“Through the united, constructive action of Moral
Re-Armament, we can break loose the shackles of
prejudice, self interest, factionalism, and fear. Then
shall we be free to devote our energies and resources
to the task of building a neighborhood of nations.
God-controlled.”
