Since the filming of the picture "Jesse 
James!' many anecdotes have been related rel­
ative to the James Brothers. and this column 
feels it would not be up to date unless it also 
chronicled some "James lore." 

I asked last week for someone to tell me more 
about the time Jesse James planned to rob a 
Morganfield bank, and my sincere thanks to a.tl 
those who volunteered information. 

But it wasn't Jesse at all-it was his brother 
Frank who was talked~ out of robbing the old 
Union County Bank by the late Thomas Henry, 
second cousin of Assistant Postmaster G. D. 
Henry. 

• The story, as nearly as it can be recalled by 
those to whom it was told by Mr. Henry is this: 

''No, just some of the boys who are camped 
down the road. 

Then Tom rn.ad.e his appeal. 
"Frank," he pleaded, "1 may never see you 

a.ga.in. You have been my friend and I have been 
yours. And because of this friendshiP. I have one 
request .to make-it is that you give up your plan 
to rob the Morganfield bank. These people there 
are my friends, and I beg of you not to molest 
them." 

Frank smiled. "Tom, I couldn't tefuse you 
any request you'd make." 

And the late David C. J aines, J . M. Wag­
gener, Matt Waller and other employes of the 
old bank, located then where t he Morganfield 
National Bank is now, came just that near to 
looking down the gun barrels of a. bunch of the 
most notorious desperadoes of their day. 

Some thirty years later, while Frank wa..s at 
the Uniontown fair, Tom heard he was there and 
went to see him. Finding him talking to a group 
of men, Tom walked up, extended his hand and 
greet-ed him with "Hi, Frank." "Hi, Tom," was 
the immediate reply, and they clasped each 
others' hand understandingly.

The Civil War brought Frank 'James and 
Tom Henry close together. Tom had been shot 
from his horse (which he rode all during the wa.r) 

and had fallen in a clump of bushes around 
which the Federals formed a picket line. That 
night Frank crawled a mile to give him food a.nd 
wa.ter, and the next night crawled back and car~ 

rled him to safety. 
Likewise, Tom had sa.ved Frank's life. During 

a .scri.mmage with the Yankees, Tom shot a. sol­
dier just as he raised his rifle to shoot Frank 
while his back was turned. 

' ' several years after the war, while Tom was 

living on the old Ben Orner fann nea.r Seven 
Gums, where Thornton Berry now resides, a lone 
horseman halted at his house one ~vening about 
supper time. 

"Hello!" -he called. 
Tom went aut and found Frank James at his 

front gate. 
"I'd like to stay all night with you." Frank 

stated. 
"Listen, Frank.'' Tom began, "I owe my life 

to you and what you are doing now i$ none of 
my business, and I wouldn't criticize you for 
nothing in the world-but I can't let you spend 
the night here because under the circumstances, 
I might be in some way connected later with 
some of the things people are giVing you credit 

for doing. '' 
Frank agreed with Tom, and said he hadn't 

thought CJ! it in that way . 
"What are you doing here, anyway?" Tom 

then asked again. 
"I"m going to rob the Morganfield bank to­

morrow," Frank confessed. 
"Jesse with you?" 

' persuaded to relate some anecdote when sur-
rounded by only a few. 

One of those occasions was at the old Hotel 
zora. in Uniontown one night in 1904, when he 
came to Union county to officially start the coun­
ty fair. 

"Dude" Perkins was manager of the hotel 
then, and he, Victor L. Spalding and the late 
Charlie Ward spent nearly a. whole night chat­
ting w:ith Frank after getting him in a "chatty•• 

mood. 
It was during this session that Frank told 

them about the nearest he ever ca.me to death 
during his hectic da.ys outside the law. It hap­
pened in a saloon at Brandenburg. 

When Frank walked into the saloon, operat­
ed by the late Billv Sebastian, he was surprised 
as the owner raised up from behind a counter 
and fired lXl-int-blank into Frank's face. The b,_\1.­
let struck him in the right side of his face and 
left an ugly scar which he ca.ni.ed the rec;t of his 
life. He had gone into the place to rob it, and 
told the Uniontown group: "We wf're lucky to 
get away from that place alive." 

The bullet hole in the brick wall, made by 

the slug from Mr. Sebastian's pistol, may still be 
seen in that building at Brandenburg. 

For several years, after his days of being a 
bandit, Frank lived in Tennessee where he was 
known as a respectable farmer by the name of 
Armstrong. 

Another thing about Frank, probably you 
never had thought about, is the fact that he never 
got over having the "jitters." Even though a re­
spectable citizen with a. full pardon, he would 
never go into any building and sit where he 
couldn't face the door. 

.And contrary to tales told otherwise, Frank's 
mother wasn't shot to death. She died on a. train 
about 1908 between Fletcher and Chickasha. 
Oklahoma. Frank lived at Fletcher for many
