COURTDOCKET
HAS 188 CASES

Murder Defendants
Total 13, But Five
Not ‘Before Court’

Of the 188 cases docketed for trial
at the Floyd circuit court term
which convencs here Monday, 13
are for murder.

Five of the murder defendants,
however, are “not before the court,”
all or practically all five never hav-
ing been arrested. These defendants
are Bob Stephens, Jimmy Caudill,
George Phillips, Marie Wilson - and
Estin Harris.

Defendants who have oniy recent-
ly been indicted on murder charges
or whose frials had been continued
till the April term are Cecil New-
some, Jim Hall, Maude and Dave
Leslie, Pert Hall Slone, Vernon Cre-
'means, Ben and Mary Tackett, Ed
Mullett and Allen Slone.

Slcne, given a life term at a re-
cent court term, gained a reversal
from the Court of Appeals and is
slated for a new trial April 21.

In addition to the murder trials,
those cases indicating an intention
of killing another include two for
cutting and wounding, eight for
shooting at without wounding and
one for striking and wounding.
There also are three voluntary man-
slaughter trials docketed.

Despite the large number of cases
wherein gunplay is indicated, and

Why urge higher salaries
for public officials at this time when the
strain on the public pocketbook is hea-
viest and when the future promises yet
heavier strain? :

Jobless men, tax-ridden farmers
will find it hard to produce necessary
taxes, not to mention those required to
pay higher official salaries.

It is to be admitted that salaries of
some public officials should be raised.
But the people of Kentucky should not
be asked to approve a Constitutional
amendment throwing the state treasury
open to any raid a set of officials might
want to make at some future date.

The Courier-Journal has often con-
tended that higher salaries would beget
greater efficiency, accrue to the state a
finer brand of service. Theoretically, that
is true. But there’s no need of dreaming
of Utopia in Kentucky because of higher-
salaried officials. A crook can win a high-
salaried job as easily as he can one that
pays less.

A case that might be cited against
this theory is that of Thomas H. Cutler.
The state could not pay him more than
$5,000 a year when he was brought to
Kentucky from Missouri as engineer for
the Department of Highways. The Cour-
jer-Journal itself supplemented his sal-
ary. Mr. Cutler was hailed as “the best
Kentucky has ever had” for that post.
After the death of Col. Robert W. Bing-
ham The Courier-Journal’s supplement
of the Cutler salary was stopped. Mr.

| Frankfort, Ky,, March 28—A plan
for direct release of paroled prison-
ers into the armed services has been
worked out with co-operation of the
War Department and_the Selective
| Service Board, it was announced to-
day by Commissioner of Welfare W.
A, Frost.

' The arrangement follows passage
'by the General Assembly of an
emergency bill giving the commis-
sioner the right to waive peace-time
parole regulations for first-term
prisoners serving up to 10 years for
minor felonies.

Normally, these men would have
to serve one-half their sentences be-
fore becoming eligible for parole.
'They may be paroled at any time
now, within discretion of the com-
missioner.

The plan by whch an undetermin-
ed number of 900 odd eligible men
will step from prison directly into
' the armed services involves the fol-
lowing steps, Frost said:

1. Hligible prisoners who volun-
teer for registration will be register-
|ed in prison and their cards sent t0
home-county draft boards.

2. The home-county boards will

put names of such registrants at
|the head of their local lists.
‘ 3. When a home board is called
upon for a quota of draftees, it will
request the Oldham county draft
board or the Lyon county draft
board, to induct designated parolees
into the service directly from the
|prison. (The state reformatory is
located in Oldham county, the pen-
itentiary in Lyon county.)

Prisoners so inducted, however,
will be required to clear two rigid
i preliminary hurdles.

One is a final type physical ex-
ination. The medical staff at each
‘prison has been appointed an ex-
| amining board for this purpose, and
| the examination will be designed to
| send only those men into the service
]who can pass all physical require~
ments. .

The other hurdle is the state pa-
role board. Each application for pa-
| role under the new emergency bill,
| Frost said, will be studied as care-
'fully as if the prisoner were apply-
ing for routine parole at expiration
of one-half his term. In addition,
the background of each case will be
investigated by the state parole of-
| ficers, to insure that no misfits will
"be sent into the armed services, the

commissioner said.

Actually, Frost explained, the
plan contains only two features not
present in normal routine by men
drafted into the armed service. Be-
fore the new bill was passed, parol-
ed prisoners were registered at the
prison office just before final re-
lease. They went on home, their
registration cards were sent to their

real criminals in both prisons. We'

F the coffeé bean has been given place of honor in the matter-of-fact
ledgers of commerce where is kept the account of the Republic of

Colombia, the emerald Is gem serene in the romance of

whose legends reaches for substance far back of history's record of the

New World.

When Celumbus, on  his fourth
and last ‘voyage, sailed along the
Colembian coast, but without mak-
ing any attempt at settlement of
the country, on a high plateau in
the Andean Cordillera, not far from
where the capital city of Bogota
now stands, there was prospering
the kingdom of the Chibchas. It
was a nation of highly civilized
aborigines not unlike the Incas of
Peru. The Chibchas krew about the |
emerald, and may have worshipped
it.

After Columbus came Alonzo de
Ojeda, in 1502. Several times he/
tried to conguer the Chibchas, and |
failed. In 1536 three expeditions, one |
led by Belalcazar, the first lieuten- |
ant of Pizarro himself, and another |
by the tactful Jiminez de Quesada, |
converged on the lofty kingdom. |
Quesada’s diplomacy prevailed where |
force had failed. By agreement with
the Chibehas his headquarters, now
Bogota, was laid out near the old In- !
dian capifal, and explorations were |
started in all directions. |

The opening of mines was begun
in 1540. Today, clustered around the
emerald in this Andean treasure
chést, are platinum, gold, silver and
copper. Most of the world’s emer- |
alds now come from Colombia. And |
it is a fact not widely publicized:
that the stone is the most precious
of gems. Carat for carat a flawless |
emerald may easily bring three
times the price of a flawless dia- |
mond. |
