Salvage Committee 
Discusses Work 

Floyd county's tax assessment, re­
portoo to the State Tax Commission 
after the Board of Supervisors com­
pleted its work here, is almost half 
a million dollars shy of the more 
than $9,000,000 reported on the sec­
ond tax recapitulation from this 
county last year. 

Although the supervisors raised 
thg assessment from the $7,759,263 
first reported by the Tax Commiss­
ioner to $8,679,5~. the total is still 
regarded as too small for propertY­
owners to escape another "blanket 
raise" from the Tax Commission. 

A total of $924,010 in assessments 
was omitted by Tax Commissioner 
Gomer C. Sturgill and the work of 
making these assessments was left 
to the supervisors, it was said. 

The final assessment recapitula­
ton: which is being forwarded to 
Frankfort shows that Floyd county 
real estate was valued at $6,809.~1; 
tansrible property, $1,023,361; intang­
ibl~, $493,600. The real estate item, 
broken down, shows that mineral and 
timber was evaluated at $2,54S,831; 
farms and acerage, $3,117,740; town 
lots, $517,000. The county's 1,501 
automobiles and trucks listed were 
valued at $256,925. The livestock 
evaluation was $28,061. 

The evaluation of each gas well 
was dropped this year to $3,500 from 
the $4,000 at which they were as­
sessed in 1941. Other assessment 
losses resulted from a few large corp. 
oration lists being lost to franchise 
tax.

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AUDITS COST BUT SAVE MONEY 

THIS week the Floyd County Board of 
Education publishes its annual fi­
nancial audit. 
That is costing the Board of Educa­

tion. It costs any governmental agency to 
abide by the law. 

But the argument that the expense 
of publishing audits is onerous is pure 
folly in the light of results obtained after 
audits have been published as compared 
with conditions before they were pub­
Jished. 

The Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion certainly is in no worse financial 
condition, now that its financial transac­
tions have for the last few years been 
bared through publication to the public; 
in fact, the current statement indicates 
that its condition is improved. 

Floyd county itself is in better finan­
,/ cial condition, these days of audit publi­

<!ation. 
The town of Prestonsburg, now that 

audits are regularly published, is on a 
business basis and is dragging itself from 
the financial slough into which it was 
plunged in the pre-audit-publication 
days. 

\Yhen there was no accounting 
made to the public, both the town and 
county accumulated huge debts from 
which we all yet suffer. Since publiC! ac­
counting has been initiated, more busi­
ness-like administration of public finan­
cial affairs has invariably resulted. 

This year, every incorporated town, 
every public official, handling public 
funds is required to file with the Revenue 
Department, Frankfort, a copy of the 
newspaper in which its itemized receipts 
and expenditures are published. There is 
a penalty for failure to do so. There is a 
deadline for complying with this law. 

All this will cost money. But it will 
--107 cost the taxpayers whose money is 

being spent. It will, in the months and 
years to come, save them money. 

ILLITERATES AND SYPHILITICS 

THE THIES has no criticism to make 
of the nation's ·war efrort since it 
has become a war effort. Those in 

charge of affairs are doing their best, 
working harder than most of us on the 
civilian front. 

Yet this newspaper cannot stifle its 
curiosity \Vhen it hears and reads of so 
many men being rej ected for military 
service because they are illiterate. 

It wonder s what Russia is doing 
about this matter. And Germany-is Hit­
ler demanding that every soldier be lit­
er ate before he is entrusted with the care 
an d operation of a gun ? 

This information is not at hand; we 
do not know what steps these two pow­
ers have taken in the matter. But one 
will get you two that illiterates are not 
being sent home by either country. 
They're either figh ting or working. 
Knowledge of t h e three R's is not neces­
sary for the effect ive manipulation of a 
rifle, revolver or machine gun-as court 
records of t his section so eloquently tes­
tify-and education is no prerequisite to 
useful handling of a pick or shovel, mop 
or broom, dishrag or paring knife. 

We still h ave a long w ay to go to get 
down to earth, it appears, There was a 
time, you will recall, when a college de­
gree or its equivalent was a requisite to 
admittance t o the F lying Cadets. Now, 
high school graduates are welcome. 

Fighting st andards should be the 
yardstick now, not social and education­
al standards. 

Likewise, the federal government is 
surrounding itself with a maze of red 
tape in handling those syphilitics called 
up for service. Since several millions of 
dollars are to be spent this year in curing 
those infected and preventing the spread 
of the disease, why reject them from the 
army and send them bl'J,ck upon an un­
suspecting public? 

Why not keep them in the army? 
Not more than two treatments, we are 
told, are required to prevent them from 
communicating the disease to others. 

Then why not keep them in camp 
where they can be easily segregated, be 
available at all times for treatment; and 
then, after they are rendered non-infec­
tious, why not put them at work till such 
time as when they can go ahead with 
other boys in the field? 

Ignorance of "book larnin' " and 
violation of the laws of God and man 
should not constitute an exemption from 
military service.
