part of a plane" 

In the a ttics and cellars o f 
homes, in garages, tool sheds, 
and on farms, is a lot of Junk 
which is doing no good where it 
is, but which is needed at once to 
help smash the Japs and Nazis. 

Scrap iron and steel, for example. Old 
radiators, lengths of pipe, refrigerators, 
garbage pails, broken garden tools ... 

It may be rusty, old "scrap" to you, 
but it is actually refined steel, with 
most impurities removed-and can be 
quickly melted with new metal i? the 
form of pig iron to produce h,ghest 
quality steel for our war machines. 

Even in peacetime our Nation relied 
on scrap to provide about SO% of the 
r aw material for steel. Now production 
o f steel bas gone up, up, UP, until 
t oday America is turning out as much 
steel as all the rest of the world com­
b ined. 

B ut unless at least 6,000,000 addi­
tional tons of scrap steel is uncovered 

promptly, the full rate of production 
cannot be attained or increased; the 
necessary tanks, guns, and ships cannot 
be produced. 

The rubber situation is also critical. In 
spite of the recent rubber drive, there is 
a continuing need for large quantities of 
scrap rubbeT.

MY PET DOG 

THIS article, w:lt.h a long-ago fiavor, 1s being wr!t!en for the middle­
aged men who st.!ll keep alive in their memor!es some experience 
that seems trlfting to others but remains a tender memory to those 

whom it touched. The sophiSticated people of the world. always a bit too 
numerous, will sneer, but, fortunately, few of them will head this homely 
little sketch to the end. 

On our small farm we had, as who did not, a mot.h£r dog that blc.c;sed 
us all too frequently \\1th a new family.' She was not n pure-bred in any 
smse; she 'IV8S just dog, popularly called cur. Since there were no blooded 
dogs 1n the community, her chlldren were equally lacking In diStinctive 
f<atures of this kind of breed. I suppose Ule essence of just-dogglness 
had been so distilled ln U:e commonplace mother that all or her descmd­
ants were equally commonplace. When a :!nsh litter of puppies came. 
neighbor chUdren and gl'Own people asked !or this or that one, alwn~s 
picking out the roly· pol)' males with pretty colors. Some times it fell to 

a lot o! my older brcther and me to dspose of the unwanted ones, to 
"plow them under," in a later phrase. This task, somtwhat similar In 
aesthetic ap!X'al to drowning e. sackful of kittens, did not beoome, by 
frequent. practice, any too easy. It oft<n interfered a little with my slum­
bers the following night, especially since one of t.he neighbor tenam boys 
sa.id that a cat so disposed of would come ba.::k and scratch rou. Once 
when the usual litter appeared, I was so struck wlr.h a little brownish pup 
that. nobody wanted that I begged father to let. me kefP it- 'lll1s: UWe 
fellow was popularly known as "feist." Anyway, it was a nondescript 
fe~ale, unwanted and unattractive. That was how I ownEd my first dog, 
the only one 1 now remember at aU. 

She grew up from a spinclle-shanked little skimly thing Into a faWT 
respectable creature, but never attaining to the robustness of her numer­
ous brothers and l'isters or her matronly mother. 1 v.·a:.c:hed her growth 
with all the eagerness t.ha.t a modem boy might. wau.h his regi>tered dog 
grow into full-grown dogbood. I was happy; I bad a dog; I was not like 
so many other beys, v.·ho had to share a dog with somebody else. Though. 
the famUy and neighbors ribbed me about my dog, I felt then that they 
were m(rely envious !or my possessing so muCh .tine dog flesh. 

And then tragedy befell m:r dog and me, a tragedy that is keen tioeiay, 
more than 45 years later. My dog tell into bad company and par:lclpated 
in kUling one of the sheep on the farm and eating a: large part. o! It. -wb1le 
the animal was still struggling.

their lines dispersed to 1\Ianlla, 
Singapore and the South Seas. 

But the plan meant leaving the 
Atlantic coast ~lativcly unguarded, 
also virtually abandoning convoys 
to Bl'1ta:ln and Russia. In the end 
it was dcctded that the Russian front 
was all-important and must be sup. 
plied at all eo.~ts. The .,.,;sdom of 
this decision seems to bave been 
borne out bT subsequent events. 

Japs Worried. 
However, those who urge the all­

out war in Asia have persisted. ancl 
their &!'lument h3s been ltrength· 
ened by rftent developments. One I 
fs the tact that the Japs, obviously 
scared at the prospect ~ a second 
troot m Asia, are tlghtlng feverishly 
to clean out the Chinese before 
China gets important help from us. 
Fear at a second front in Asia also 
was wby the Japs nipped part ot 
the Aleutian Islands. 

Main development. however, was 
the defeat at Tobruk and the serious 
Naz..l threat to the enUre Near East; 
for if the Near East falls, with its 
vital supply route opened by Amer­
ican railroad engineera from the 
Gulf of Penia to the Caucasus, then 
it may be absolutely Imperative to 
open new supply Hnes to Russla 
via Alaska and Siberia.
