n might. be v;Lse if war bon<ls or small denom­
lnatJon were issued In future with no surrender 
value for the first. year. This would eliminate the 
rapid tumovrr which is costing the government 
mon~y by taking up the Umc of postal employes and 
other persdns who handle the surrender of bonds. 
But whether the terms o! the bonds are changed 
or not, every clti:r.en is urged to keep the bonds he 
buys. He contributes nothing to the war effort by 
p..u-has!ng bonds, 1! he docs not intend to keep 
them.
