The largest. single Item of ex­
pense was to develop voluntary monetary contri­
butions to the war effort through the National 
Savings Committee. 

For this purpose about $5,000,000 was paid to 
the British newspapers. Total income !rom the 
sale of bonds nnd savings stamps during the pe­
riod was $4.552,000.000. If you have a pencil handy, 
and are qulck at figures, you'll r:ee that press ad­
vertising for this operation cost the British people 
shghtly under eleven-hwtdredths of 1 per cent of 
Income.
