Work on the final survey of the 

Big Sandy river will begin early 
next spring, Congressman A. J. May 
this week wired THE TIMES after 
the War Department approved this 
further step toward canalization of 
the waterway. 

Funds for the final survey are 
now availab)e, Mr. May stated, and 
the undertaking will include not only 
locks but federal control reservoirs 
to make a unified navigation and 
flood control system. 

Approval of the final survey fol­
lowed by a few weeks the report. 
submitted to the chief of Engineers, 
U.S. army, by Col. C. L. Hall, U. 
s. engineers, of his findings derived 
from the economic survey made 
along the river last year. 

Although Colonel Hall indicated 
that the final survey sliould be de4 

!ayed in the interests of nationaJ 
defense. unless there are "very co­
gent reasons to the contrary," Con­
gressman May said this week that 
there will be no delay. Colonel Hall 
said savings amounting to $3,270,000 
a year on coal shipments would re­
sult from lock-and-damming of the 
river.

Points By Other Editors 

~XPl.CT THE UNEXPECTED 

I
T is fun to predict the future, especially if any­

body takes your prediction seriously enough 
to read it. But it is unsafe, and a good many 

experts have already found this out to their em­

barrassment. 
Therefore, this will be an editorial without a 

single prediction. We don't know what is going to 
happen in the next six weeks or six months, or six 
years. And neither does anybody else.

If prediction of the results of a war were pos­
sible with any accuracy, it would really be unnec­
essary to fight the war. The factors making for 
victory would be so cleanly and clearly stacked on 
one side that thNe would be no point in fighting at 
all. It is the fact that the result is uncertain that 
makes it necessary to fight it out to see who was 
right. 

Americans tend to go on the easy assumption 
that the United states cannot possibly lose the 
war. That is quite a different thing from a firm 
faith and belief that we can win if we fight bard 
enough, that we must win if it takes our last cent, 
our last drop of blood. 

The bland assumption that we are so big, so 
powerfu~. that we can't possibly lose, no matter 
what we do or do not do, is a fearful state of mind 
for people to get into. Obviously th e Japanese 
think they can win; otherwise they would not have 
launched the war . The talk that it was all a des­
perate attempt to plunge the Japanese people into 
some strange form of Oriental suicide is all non­
sense. The Japanese military lords have laid their 
plans craftily, and, weighing their forces against 
ours, they think they can win. Up to now, they 
have scarcely lost a trick; their raid on Hawaii, 
their campaigns in the Philippines and in Malaya, 
have been carried on with military efficiency, no 
matter what one thinks of their morality. They 
suggest that the Japanese belief in victory is not 
based entirely on opium smoke. 

This is not talking defeatism. This is merely 
saying that future events are unknown; that in 
the nature of war things happen which no one ex­
pected; that there is nothing about the latent 
power or situation of any land, our own included, 
that guarantees victory without the stern, efficient, 
determined fighting that alone brings victory. 

We must have faith in ultimate victory that 
will carry us through whatever disappointments 
and set-backs await us (and they await all nations 
who engage in a major war) . And we must have 
the courage to back up that faith in action, stead­
ily, unrelentingly, until victory is achieved.-Ash­
land Daily Independent. 

DON'T FIX MY PRICE! 

THE unfortunate precedent set by the farm bloc 
in its insistence upon special treatment under 
the proposed price-control legislation has 

cleared the way, as was expected, for other de­
mands for special treatment. 

Inasmuch as the farmer has asked for price 
control for everybody's products except his own, 
the American Federation of Labor now requests 
regulation of all prices except the price the worker 
is paid for his labor . 

This latest request no doubt will inspire other 
pleas for special treatment, because this peculiar 
type of group selfishness is a kind of contagion 
which spreads rapidly once it starts. If it continues, 
the results will be interesting. We shall get a price­
control bill properly entitled "a bill to fix the other 
fellow's prices." 

If the public realized fully what the absence 
of effective price control actually will mean in the 
days to come, the shameful behavior of the pres­
sure groups and of the representatives who are 
toadying to them would not be tolerated further. 
Inflation already has arrived. Day by day, prices 
are inching higher. Soon they will soar. And Con­
grEss acts as though it deliberately desires to doom 
the nation to economic chaos. 

No extra work will be required to reach this 
state of chaos. All that is necessary is for the spe­
cial interests to keep agitating for exemption un­
der price-control legislation, and for Congress to 
keep playing politics with the problem. Nothing 
else will be needed to shatter our present economy 
and to start the money presses rolling. 

A good start has been made already in this di­
rection . The cost of the war effort to the Amer­
ican taxpayer already has risen an estimated $2,-
000,000,000 because of the rise in the cost of mate­
rials and labor . This amount will be quadrupled in 
another year. 

Given the same kind of short-sighted selfish­
ness for another two years, the United States can 
whirl the mad spiral up to a tidy $20,000,000,000. 
It will be a cinch.-Cincinnati Enquirer.

to Bresnahan. 

There was plenty of Irish on that 
Giant squad-McGinnity, Bresnahan, 
McGann, Devlin and Milte Donlin, 
to mention only a few. It was the be· 
ginning of a new Giant history that 
was packed with merry sagas up 
until the last three years when Bill 
Terry's material dropped to the sec­
ond-division class and floundered out 
of polite baseball society. 

The Giants, in their day and time, 
have had such pitchers as Mathew­
son, McGinnity, Wiltse, Ames, Mar­
quard, Tesreau, Nehf, Schupp-and 
the great Hubbell. They have had 
such ball players as Devlin, Bres­
nahan, Donlin, Beauty Bancroft, 
Heinie Groh, Pep Young, Buck Her· 
zog, Larry Doyle, Bill Terry, George 
Kelly, and a long line of others well 
up on the list. It is different now.

PEARL BUCK wrote "The Good Earth" in ex­
actly three months and it stayed on the best­
seller list seven times tha,t long- a record 

equalled only by "Quo Vadis" thirty-five years ear­
lier. Miss Buck has written a lot of books since 
"The Good Earth," but it has remained for h er 
new novel, "Dragon Seed," to recapture the quali­
ties of her masterpiece. 

Nobody knows what makes a best seller, but it 
1s a safe bet that "Dragon Seed" will be read in the 
bundreds of thou83jnds . It is a story of the Ling 
family, simple farm folk who lived outside of Nan­
king, and of what happened to them when the Jap­
anese occupied their country. 

The Ling family first heard of the war with 
the "East Ocean Dwarfs" through a passing ped­
dler.

No Alarm Is Felt 

·In U.S. As Typhus 
Spreads in Europe 

Washington, D. C. - Persistent 
reports of a typhus epidemic in Eu­
rope should spread no undue alarm 
in the United States, according to 
Dr . Albert McCown, director of the 
Medical and He[' lth Service of the 
American Red C1·os· . 

Since 1882 in New York and 1883 
in Philadelphia, the United Sta~PS 
has not suffered from the epidemi:: 
form :>f typhus as have the Eurc­
pean countries, and there is no dan. 
ger of the occurrance of the ep:­
de ic form new, unless, of cou:'lie, 
ronditions similar o those in war­
ravaged Europe shou~d develop here 
be said. 'I 

:phus often follow in the wake 
of invading armies due t{) the lack 
cf clcthing and bathing facilities. 
Among the conquered peoples of Eu­
rope, there is a shortage of clothing 
and soap, and the resulting un­
cleanliness of the population would 
be advantageous to the spread of 
the disease, Dr. Mc'Cown pointed 
out. 

Due to the war the American Red 
Cross is unable to furnish personnel 
and supplies for fighting typhus in 
enemy-cccupied areas of Europe, of_ 
ficials pcinted out. Far different 
was the picture when Europe was 
last ravaged by the dreaded disease. 
Then, the American Red Cross was 
able to send staff physicians into 
the infected countries to help com­
bat the spread of typhus. 

In 1915 whm typhus broke out 
in Serbia, American Red Cross doc­
tors under Dr. Richard P. Strong 
joined fcrces to combat the spread 
of the epidemic. Largely due to 
their heroic efforts, the disease was 
checked, but only after 150,000 
Serbs had died within a pericd of 
six months. 

Then, as now, Eurcpe was at war. 
So paralyzing was the epidemic that 
the Serbian army was practically 
immobiliz( d during the duration cf 
the epidemic. The disease literally 
halted the war on that front, since 
the Austro-Hungariam armies de­
clined to attack for fear of con­
