If you are registered on the draft
rolls, here is the general picture of
Your prospects under the selectiv
service amendments just passed by
congress: [

If you are between 20 and 45, un-
married with no dependents, your
status is unchanged.

If you are married and now clagst-
fied as 1-A, your draft board will
be directed to shift you to 3-A. That
means the chances are strong you
will not be called for at least an-
other 8 to 12 maonths, depending on
the trend of the war and on what is
done about lowering the draft age
to 18. !

If you are unmarried, but have
dependents and are classed 3-A, you
will be moved up to 1-A and headed
for induction by fall. The new al-
lowance and allotment act, tnder
which soldiers with dependents put
up $22 a month and the government
$28, is the basis for this change.

As selective service officials
figure it, by offseiting these two
switches against one another,
the 4,500,000 army which the
war department wants to raise
by January, can be obtailned
from 1-As in the 20 to 45 age
groups.

to read for the oecasion s "Only the Stars Are
Neutral,” by Quentin Reynolds, the noted war cor=
respondentidor Collier’s magazine,

He was In London when news firsh came of the
German invasion: WLike all correspondents, he
wanted to be where the exeitement was greatest,
and immediately applied for permission to go to
Moscow, He finally got passage on an airplane,
along with Averfll Harriman and Tord Beaver-
brook. They ook a northern route, flew 3,500 miles,
the longest non-glop flight ever made over water
by a United States army airplane,

Quentin Reynolds was one of the few foreign-
ers there who, even when things were at their
worst, was laying bels that the Germans would
never reach MOSCOW. ' :

Things he admired most about Russia: the
bravery and resourcefulness of the people during
alr-raids; the efficiency of Russia's men in white;
the armament factories; and Eepeshinskaya, the
ballet dancer whom the Russians idolize as we do
our movie stars, p

One thing that grieved him, however, was the
strict censorship. He tells an amusing story about
this. Lord Beaverbrook was holding nightly con-
ferences with Stalin, and became increasingly im-
pressed with the Russian leader's technical knowl-
edge about British and American tanks and air-
planes. One night Beaverbrook fold Reynolds,
“Stalin checked me up on something tonight. 1
was talking about the Hurricane motor, I was tell-
ing him how good it was. ‘If has 1350 horsepower)’
1 said. To which Stalin smiled and said, ‘Oh, no,
it has 1250 horsepower’.”

Beaverbrook, always relishing a joke, even one
on himself, laughed at the recollection of how he, &
former Minister of Aireraft Production, could have
made such a slip.

HOME SAVING OF
VEGETABLE SEED

Spinach seed this year was ex-
p:nsive and ungerialn, some seeds
men guaranteeing but 88 per cent of
germingtion. This low germination
arises from the fach that seed rips
ens over a long period, but produg=
ers try to harvest it all in one time,
thus getting somefimes only a low
percentage of seed fipe enough to
be of value, Homeé gardeners, how-
ever, may harvest spinach seed
| plecemeal, 88 it ripens, and they
|may thus saye seed more depen=
{dable than that they have been
| buyhig. All they need to do is let
| the “bolting™ plants stand where
|they are, and strip off the sced
heads, beginning with the botiom
|ones, rub them in the hands and
blow out the chaff.

Sometimes plants from the fall
sowings survive the winter and
make seed next spring. Although
this i{s by far the better seed, one
cannot depend on this source.

Broceoli and Caulifiower go read-
ily to seed, but as it comes (from
spring plantings) at a time when
the weather Is hot and the air dry,
little seed of value is produced.

Cabbage seed, too may be pro-
duced from the fall crop, the heads
stored with roots still attached, and
reset In the spring, To assist the
seedstalk emerging, the heads should
be cut ecross-wise, to the tip of the
