.. ~Little Man"-What Now? 

THERE will soon be, we are told by 
Circuit ~ udge. Hen~·y Stephens, a 
grand Jury mvestigation into the 

a_Il~ged. assessment of state employes re­
mdmg m Floyd and Knott counties for 
funds to be used in present and future 
politkal campaigns. 

That is a procedure that may be fol­
lowed in many other counties of the state. 
lt should be followed in every county of 
the state. 

The only objection that any citizen 
believjng in American freedom can voice 
is that these local investigations will hit 
the "Little Man'' first. 

But that is only natural. The inves­
tigation must start at the bottom and 
work its way up. (And it must not stop 
.somewhere along the way.) 

THE TIMES has a deep svmpathy 
with the "Little Man." It has· no sym­
pathy with the "little" man in high office. 
And so it flinches from the procedure 
which may indict and convict the fellow 
at the bottom of the ladder before the 
occupants of the upper rungs can be 
reached. • 

For these at the bottom are fellows 
}ike you a11d me--trying to get along, 
with debts to pay, families to support on 
meagre salaries, enjoying work that has 
been so ,~ery hard to find. These fellows 
.are obeying orders from somewhere. 
They have been taught to obey orders. 
Those who do not obey are in the same 
position as that of the soldier who was 
told by his sergeant that he did not haYe 
to obey orderS--but he would wish be 
had. 

This assessment business is one that 
must be done away with. Boys from your 
homes and hometowns are no·w in bat­
tle, or are preparing for battle, to pre­
.serve the American \V av to all the world. 
'That Way is, fundamentally. that a man 
is entitled to work if he can do an hon­
est day's work. to be paid therefor, l'e­
gardless of his politics or the help. fman­
cial or otherwise. that he may furnish 
any politician. 

Would vou want vour son or brother 
to return from this w~u· and become de­
pendent for a job on a group of politi­
cians who exact tribute in gweat-earned 
.cash as the purchase-price for the work 
:be needs? 

Would you want those who offered 
themselves in battle to lose theit· jobs, 
simply hecause they, while fighting for 
the principle that all me11 are free and 

equal, had convinced themselves that 
they really arc free and equal and owe 
nobody one cent of tribute? 

You would not! 
Nor does the "Little :\Ian'' who now 

is under the heel of an undemocratic 
state goYernment in one of the few Jands 
maintained as free on this earth. 

He, thi,.; Little :\Ian, is common. or­
dinary "folks."' Only he happens to be 
caught in the maelstrom of circumstan­
ses. pinned on the hol'lls of n dilemma, 
puzzled by the problem of obeying and 

'retaining his job. or disobeying and ue­
coming a po litical discard . 

These grand juries here in Floyd 
county and Knott must work and do their 
work welJ-not. only for the good of 
their own small parts of Amcrirt' but for 
Kentucky as a whole, and for the pres­
ervation of the American ideal. For if we 
alJ sleep while the "bogses" work and 
rule, none of us may claim for ourselves 
the rights of free men and women.

WHEN the history of this war is \\Tit.. 
ten, the name of Neville Chamber­
lain will not stand apart from all 

the rest as an appeaser. 
. His tragedy of Munich only brought 

h1s world down about his ears with more 
devastating suddenness than have the 
policies of other appeasers. 

The United States toadied to Japan, 
appeased Hirohito with millions of tons 
of steel and iron with which to wage war 
on China. The United States and all her 
allies sat back during this rape of China, 
barely daring to utter mouselike protest. 

Russia today is appeasing Japan. 
From Alaska across the Bering sea to 
Siberia is a short route to Russia proper. 
America's actual or potential flood of 
fighter and bomber planes could be flown 
overland b~· that route. But Japan would 
not like that; and, although the .Japs are 
threatening an hourly attack on the Sovi­
ets, Russia dares not accept this quick 
delivery of implements of war. After the 
C. S. attack on Tokio was delivered, 
American fliers forced down on Russian 
soil were interned-as a token of Russo­
Japanese neutrality. 

The United Nations, Britain and the 
United States in particular, are appeas­
ing Vichy France, Pierre Laval, et al, at 
this very moment. First of all, our own 
state department fell over itself in its 
haste to condemn the Free French seiz­
ure of two French islands off the coast of 
Newfoundland which are astride vital 
air and sea routes. 

Although grown more realistic in its 
viewpoint since Pierre Laval rose to 
power in France, this country still is in 
the appeaser role, along with Britain, in 
the United Nations' relations with Vichy. 
The French fleet in the Mediterranean is 
still sancrosanct, and a decision has not 
yet been reached about future action to­
ward immobilized French warships at 
Alexandria.

I! you cover your faoe v:ith 
a newspaper, you get too hot; U you don't, the fties take you. Fatigue 
usually brought slumber. anyway, in spite or heat and fties. I early learned 
to sleep on a pallet, a habit that has meant much to me in my grown-up 
days, for I can camp out and sleep on lhe bare ground without losing an. 
hour's sleep. In fact, on some of my camping night.s each summer I sleep 
from ten to twelve hours at a stretch. 

Another pallet that will call up memories to some of you was t:he 
pallet. we made for the negro who worked temporarily for us and. had tcT 
spend the night. Not having a nigger bed, we would make a. pallet for 
the servant. I have heard many a negro talk about. his pallet at Marse 
Jim's or Marse Joe's as If It were a royal couch. 

S0met1mes a. wandering peddlu came by. We were jus~ a bit doubt.!ur 
or the expediency of giving him a bed and so again made a pallet. Wild 
stories of peddlers as thieves in disguise '1\"ent. the rounds, but I ne\'tr heard 
o! a wanderer's being turned down. no matter ho'\\" dirty and unkempt he 
may have been. When the same wanderer made a regular rowtd, w-e pro­
mottd him to a bed in the boys• room and felt honored at having hlm 'llo1th 
us. One such wanderer was the clock tinker, Mr. !\lulllns, who ret.umect 
rf'gularly to our neghborlhood for many years. We came to expect. his 
vl.slts in somewhat. the same splnt :hat '1\"e looked forward to Christmas, 
for his exper~nces gave us an Insight Into the doings of 1he big world be­
yond our narrow horizon .

ECONOMICALLY speaking, many Americans are still looking upon this 
war as a. money-making proposition. At the pre..--ent time the em­
phasis seems to be on how to dOdge sacrifices and take ad\-antage of 

e\·ery war opportunity. 

Let us look at the situation. The nation's farmers receh·ed during 
1941, $11,830,000.000 in cash income from farm marketings \including gO\'­
ernment paymen~) the hlghm amount in any year since 1930, accord.­
ing to the Department of Agriculture. Yet farmers are not satisfied with 
the highest purchasing power in history. Farm leaders are puLtlng pn..'S­
sure on Congress !or higher subsidies and new price guarantee:>. 

Wages lor Industrial labor are now the highest in history, yet labor 
leaders are demrmdlng big new wage increases. They are asking for a. 
dollar a. day Increase In the "Little Steel" companies, and if this is ob­
tained, It will touch off the spark for a gl:'neral increase 1n many indus­
tries. • Labor has also resis~ed all efforts to place a ceiling on wages. 

Big business has responded to the demand of the govl:'nunent for 
Increased prO<iucUon but It Is still seeldng blg profits. 

Various group,s of taxpayers are fighting lor special privileges and 
trying to ngu1·e out vartous ways of making the other fello'\\" pay the 
tax. For example, everyone knows a !ederal sales tax would raise from 
two to three billion dollars annually for the war effort, but lt has been 
killed by specl.a.l groups because it would "hit" them. Very recently I 
noticed where n. national stockholders' organization V.'8S being formed 
to protect the dividends o! stockholders during these Urnes. 

Now wha~ does that mean to you? To me It means we a.ro still a 
nation of pressure groups, afrald of each other and unwllllng to make 
:;acrilces. Unless v.·e as a united people are willlng to put our shoulders 
to the wheel, I am afraid it wUl mean more government control of prices 
a.nd profits and an extension of rationing to many more products. War 
calls for sacrifice, not after awhile, but NOW-not by one or two groups. 
but by ALL of us.

WAR, when prolonged and dlfficult, imposes se­
''ere stresses upon a people, and such stresses 
we may expect. here in America, The neces­

sary sacriftces we wlU DUlke. We \\ill keep our for­
titude in adversity. Our danger Is from another 
direction. rt ls the threat. t.o individual and minor­
ity rights inherent in every war and tt.c; aftermath. 

There is health in bringing Into the open, by 
honest discussion, such wartime menaces to racial. 
religious and political m1nor1t.1es. But I can find 
only dL<;tase and death in the wailing d!.stortion 
of .Mr. MUton Ma~er's recent flagellation of the 
Jews. 

For only one useful purpose Is to be served by 
any such discussion-to develop, by forewarning of 
the consequPnces. a sober public judgment that will 
prevent any tendency toward a repetition of such 
national lgnomlnles as the Ku Klux Klan and such 
<'alamitles as the series or race riots in our cities 
which grew out of the emotionalism of the First 
·world War. 

'Jbt' thrt'.aL to raclal and religious, e,·en to 
polltlcal. minority groups springs In wartime from 
two things-an ovcn.ealous mass insistence upOn 
general conformity to majority standards, and the 
revival under emotional strains of age-old racial 
and rel!glous distrusts. Minorlt.ies then are apt to 
be charged with responsibUlty for the war Itself, 
and all the dislocations and discomforts ar!sln~t 

from it. They arc Jealously subjected to scrutiny 
to determine If they are the recipients of special 
ad\'antages. Some groups may not display what is 
re!!arded as the required patriotic fervor, and be· 
come. the objects or ostracism or attempted chas· 
tiscmcnt on the part or their fellow cltlzens. 

We are all famlllar with the process by which. 
in a war psychology, the unusual is distrusted and 
anything unorthodox Is associated by some people 
with enemy intriguing. Chauvinists are Ukely t.o 
spring up ln any community. There Is the instance 
In our War of 1812 of a young man arrested and 
held for espionage on the suspicious circumstances 
that "he carried a long whip and wore an unusual 
number of buttons on his pantaloons." When affairs 
go \\'TOng the public, by anclent custom, demands 
a scapegoat, and the first place to seek one ls from 
the minority. 

All this would appear ridiculous in our modern 
age, were It not for the rxamples of bigotry and 
persecution we see In countries once presumed to 
be enlightened: and. even more seriously, were it 
not for the fact that we arc already witnessing a 
crawling, insidious anti-Semitism In our own coun­
try, It. will be well to bear in mind continuously 
mat we are fighting todaY against Intolerance and 
oppression, and that we shall get them in abun­
dance If we lose. I! we allow them to develop at 
home while wr nrc engaging the enemy abroad, 
we have immeasurablr weakened our fighting arm. 

Our nation L<> composed of no one race, faith 
r1r culrural heritage. It Is a grouping of some thirty 
peoples posse.tiSing varrlng religious con::epts, 
phUosophles :md historical backgrounds. They are 
linked together by their confidence In our demo­
cratic institutions as expressed In the De::laration 
of Independen<'e and guaranteed by the Constitu­
tion for themselves ru1d for their chUdren. 

The keystone of our 1,mlon of states is freedom 
-freedom for the indlvidual to worsh1p as he 
chooses. Liberty, if it is to be for all, must be pro. 
t.ected by basic safeguards intended to give It the 
most general diffusion attainable, and none can 
expect privUeges which encroach upon the rightS 
of others. Despite the 1'unctlonings of our mlsche· 
'1.1ous bureaucracies, and our sometimes excessively 
enterprising legislatures and-in deplorable but 
fort.wlatel} isolated lnstnnces-the flaring of mob 
law, we have obtained here in America, in the 
course of Httle more than a centry and a half of 
experience and adjust'"'lent, the most. reasonable 
expression or frtedom that has yet existed in hiS-

torY. 
our success thus far as a nation is not. because 

we have built great cities and big factories and 
cultivated \'ast areas, but because we have promot­
ed this fundamental assurance or freedom upon 
which all our mat.erlnl development has depended, 
and have tolerated, and learned to use, our diver· 

sitles. 
We remain a relatively new natlon. As recently 

as fiftY years ago, more than half of our mining 
and a 'third of our total manufacturl.ng were car­
ried on by immigrants. More than half of the farm 
populat.ion of some of our leading agricultural 
states y;as allen born. In the formative period of 
tbe nation. between 1820 and 1890. more than 15,· 
000.000 ne'lllo·comers reached our shores. and a. still 
p-eat.er number were yet t.o arrive in the twenty· 
four years preceding the outbreak of the First. 
w orld war. ln other words. we have had 200 years 
of reinvigorating immlgratlon, which haS brought 
as new blood, new experiences, new ideas. Here was 
• vast assembly or minority groups which have 
gone 1nto the welding or the nation. We have ere· 
ated a strong nat.lon because these new arrivals 
did not have the distractions, under our form or 
government.. or continually opposing and battling 
one another, but entered as partners into the gen­
eral upbullding and consolldMion. The height of 
our clvilizatlon, Jt seems to me, has been reached 

n ot by our assembly line , our inventions or anv 
of our great fa t.!ous dc'l:clopment but by the abil­
ity of peopl?S of va~ ing belief and of different 
racial extrac'ions to llv 'Side bv side here in the 
United States ~lth mutual understanding, respect 
and helpfulness. 

If we want. to see the opposite or thls Amerl~n 
sys em, we have merclr to look at the mllltaty des­
potism of Hitler and the 1\Utocracy of Japan, and 
the fadmg dictatorship in Fascist Italy. The story 
of Germany for the last nine )Cars has been one 
of racial and rel!glous intolerance that provided a 
mask behind which a prace-profe.ssing dictator 
lured the people first to minority pe.l'secutlon, tllen 
to war. This lntolt>rancc gave lhe German nation 
the momeotan· st.rengt.h of complete regimentation. 
Actually, it bas undermined and weakened the so­
cial structure so that when the tlde of war turns, 
collapse Is likely to be sudden and complete. 

It has always impressed me that, quite apart 
from any reasonablt\ humanitarianism or justice 
or any sentiment regarding the protection of t.he 
weak by the strong, it. Lc; only common sense to 
safeguard Jealously the rights or minorities. For 
mil:orlti~ are rich nsscts of a dt'mocraey, assets 
which no totalitarian government can afford. Die. 
tatorships must.. of necessity, !ear and suppress 
them. But within the tolerance of a. democracy, 
m.ll:orit1es are the constan spring of new icreas, 
simulating new thought. and action, the constant 
sou:ce of new vigor. 

To suppress minority thinking and minority 
expression would tend to freeze society and prevent 
progress. For the majority itself Is stimulated by 
the existence of minority groups. The human mind 
reqUires contrary exprt'ssions against whleh to 
test itself. 

SIGNPOSTS OF MSTORY 
Men who belong to a. triumphant majOrity al· 

ways find it hard to believe that sooner or later 
they themselves may be in a minorlty group sub­
ject to oppre&'lon by some new major1ty. But that 
is e.;:actly ~·hat happens. It hapJ)('ned during the 
French Revolu!Jon. when it was the practice for 
the partlcular bloc in p:>wer to drop the heads of 
the defeated onposit.!on, only to ha\·e their own 
heads ran a little later. The process was so clear 
tha~ Danton might. forecast at. the guillotine that 
he ~ould drag after him Robesplerre. 

Furthermore, suppression and persecution rare­
ly achieve their end. Christianity itself sprang 
from a small group wandering about Paltstine, and 
remained a minol'ily faith in virtually every coun­
try its disciples rea=hcd. ror nearly three centuries. 
It was per&cutlon that drove these d.!sclples afield 
and ca.used ~he religion to spread. Such methods 
ser~ only to solidify the oppressed and make them 
mere rEsolute, whether they be religiOUs minorities 
or those of racial or pOlitical origin. And. Ironically 
enough, history discloses that, in the rare cases 
when minori:tcs are stamped out, the remaining 
majorities f~.ll apart and cnate fresh mmotft.ies, 
fr~sh schools of independent thought and state­
ment. 

The full recognition of the rights of minorities 
has~ a gradual evolution in Am<rlca. The early 
theocracies of the New World were firm in their 
relig1ous fanaticism and falled to protect others 
2.ga!rut tht- oppression from '1\"hlch they themselves 
had fied. Thfj' tended to establish as tlte rigid re· 
quirement, m their New World home, the code for 
whlt'h th<y had been persecuted in the old. 

Their treatment of the Quakers and their stern, 
infiexible regulation of personal conduct mani.!ested 
an intolerance of minority viewpoints. Anne Hut­
chinson. with her covenant or grace. reprenented 
un::onventiona.l oppositlon to the CO\'enant of 
works. and she was bant.c;hecl from the Massachu­
se;,:s Bay Colony. Roger Williams' doctrine of com­
plete religious liberty, extending even to toleration 
of Mohammendans, pagans and non-bellevers of 
.any description, made him a disturbing mlnorl;.y 
leader in the narrow conftnes of Purlt.anism, and 
he was forced t.o seek refuge with Lhe Indians and 
to establish a new c.olony whcm people did or did 

•not attend services and could say or publish about 
what they chose. 

All this was an accumulation of experience 
which came to be reflected in the Constitution and 
the Bill of Rights. Our guarantJ>cs or freedom In 
those documents represent a collection of view­
points rather than a direct. heritage !rom a single 
national culture and experience. 

The battle was not won, however, by the sign. 
ing of these guarantees. Throughout our history 
under the Constitution, we ha\'e had to be con­
tinually mindful that the minority had the same 
freedoms under the law as those enjoyed by indi­
viduals sharing the majority scnt!mt>nt of t.he 
community, state and nation. For decades the In· 
dians suffered mistreatment often extending t.o 
oppression, and It was not until 182-l that the first 
white man was convicted by jury in the Unlted 
States for the murder of an Indian. There are few 
more distressfUl stories In American history than 
that of the persecution of the Mormons, who were 
driven from state to state and ultimately into the 
remote wilderness. WU11am Lloyd Garrison repre­
sented a minority viewpoint with his stormy Lib· 
erator but, though there was once a $5,000 reward 
on his head. he survived to witness the abolition of 
slavery and to win 'the applause of his fellow clt· 

izens. 
In many states, neither a Jew nor a C&t.holic 

could hold omce until the late nineteenth century. 
An atheist. was not. aUowt'd to testify, in one state, 
as a witness ln a criminal case, unt.!l the matter 
was fought. through the courts only about ten years 
ago. The treatment. of the Catholics during the 
Know·Nothing and the A.P.A. movement$ is a 
dark page in our record, and the Ku Klux Klan, 
whose leaders tried to fix the blame ror the WU"eSt 
and economic maladjustment following the First. 
World War on various minorities, perpetrated the 
most pernicious assault on human rights that our 
country has known in our times. 

Today we are l!vtng once more in a period 
that is psychologically susceptible to w1tch hang· 
tng and mob baiting. And each o! us l.f not alert, 

may .find hlm elf the unconscious carrier or the 
germ that '1\111 destroy our freedom. For each or 
us has \\lthm himself the inheritances pr age-long 
hatreds, of racial and religious differences, and 
everyone has n tendency to flnd th cause or his 
own failures In some conspiracy of evil It Is, there­
fore, essen'ial tha t we guard our own thln~:lng and 
not be among thos who crY out again t prejudices 
applicable to themselves, whll· busy .spawning ln­
to!erances for o:.hers . 

TilE FABRIC OF FREEDOM 

In addition, ns citizens, ·we must fight in i.hetr 
inc1pimt stages all mo\ements by go\·ernment. or 
party or pressure groups that seek to limit. the 
legitimate liberties of any or our fellow cltlzens. 
For governmt>nt, which should be the very guar­
dian or these liberties, is frequently, through excess 
zeal or desire !or quick accompllshmt>nt or a pur· 
po.se, the opprP~or, And poltlcal parties, overanx. 
iOus for vote catching, become tolertUJt to intoler­
ant groups. I have noticed, with much distress, the 
excessive wartime activity of the Investigating bu­
reaus of Congress and the Administration, with 
thP!r impertinent and ind~ent searching out of 
the private lives and the past political beliefs of 
individuals. Such methods, of course, are employed 
'With the excuse of protecting the. nation from sub­
versive activities. So are those of tlle Gestapo. I 
have been appalled at. the callous indifference of 

htgh omcers of the Navy to the obvious and Wl­

democraUc discrimh1at1on ngn!.ns negroe , 11d d~: • 
turbed to find s!m!lar discrlmlna ion LOO often in 
the ranks of industry and labor I h ve bc<>n shock­
ed to .read that the Depar.mcnt of Justice reeks t o 
revoke the citizenship of natural! d citizens sus· 
pect.ed of !orelgn allegiance, rath r than iorl.h· 
rightly t.o prosecute such }lt'rsons for whatcYcr 
crime they may be guilty or. T11 course It Is pur­
suing casts doubt. on the rights of 11 naturnh:r..cd 
culzens to t.he same treatment before the law is 
enjoyed bs their fellows who were born here. I 
ha''e been slckenP.d to see polltlcal parties fllrling 
with remnants of an i-cathollc Ku Klux K lanlsm 
and hesitaLing to denounce tl1e IUit.i· Semi !.ism of 
CoughlinJtes and othHs.

It servt>s as a cloak 'for 
the protection of poor and rich, of black and white, 
of Jew and gentile, of foreign and native-bOrn. 

For God's sake, let us not t~a.r it asunder . For 
no man !mows, once it is d~troyed, where or when 
man will 1lnd Its protective warmth again.
