Commissioner of Internal Revenue 
Guy T. Helverlng this week called 
attention to the new federal excise 
tax on the transportation of prop­
erty, imposed under the recently­
enact-ed Revenue Act of 1942, and 
to the increases made by that act In 
the existing rates o! excise taxes on 
the transportation of persons and 
on telegrnph and telephone service.

Season Remains Same straight 20 per cent rate; effective 
Nov, 2, 1942, the rate of tax on local 
lelephone service Is increased from 
6 per cent to 10 per cent, and the 
rate on leased wlre, teletypewriter, 
and talking circuit specl.al sen.·ice 
bas been Increased from 10 per cent 
to 16 per cent. 

Although many sportsmen had 
petitioned the Division of Game ancl 
Fish and Governor Keen Johnson 
to have opening or the hunting sea­
son moved from Nov. 24 up to Nov-
10 In order to allow a. few dayS I)( 

unrestricted trnvel in bunting before 
the rationing of gasoline goes into 
etiect on Nov. 22, the date will re­
main unchanged. 

The change was studied carefully 
by the Governor and by omcinls ,,f 
the Division of Game and Fish, s. 
A. Wakefield, director, pointed out, 
and 1t was found that there L'l no 
way of changing the open or closed 
seasons of hunting and fishing In 
Kentucky except by an act of the 
Legislature. The Governor does not 
have the power to act 1n such mat­
ters nor does the Divlslon and for 
that reason rabbit and quail hunt~ 
lng will have to walt. until after the 
gas rationing goes into effect, he 
added. 

Sportsmen's clubs throughout the 
state are urging all hunters and 
fishermen and Interested conserva­
tionists to purchase a license, even 
though they ma.y not get the op­
portunity to hunt or fish. The Dl~ 
vision of Game and Fish operates 
solelv on the revenue derived from 
the ;ale of hunting and fishing li­
censes and a sharp curtailment of 
revenue will mean a. sharp curtail~ 
ment tn the conservation program 
Uu·oughout the Commonwealth dur~ 
lng the coming /'Car. 

Effective Nov 1, 1942, the rate of 
t.he manufacturers' excise tax on 
lnbrlcatlng oU Is also increased from 
4'h cents to 6 cents per gallon.
