NOT since the last Kentucky guberna­

This is to make of democracy a 
travesty. The names of honorable men 
and women may be thus turned to dis­

It would cost Floyd county a few 
bundreds of dollars, perhaps, to have 
the registration lists purged of those 
names whose rightful owners are not 
here to exercise their suffrage.

The time is too late fo1· this work to 
be done before the 1942 November elec­
tion, but other and possibly more impor­
tant elections are to follow.

BACK TO HUTS? HARDLY 

UNDER the heading of premature comes the 
fear expressed the ~ther day by Dr Hans Elias 
of Middlesex University that the postwar 

world will be so poor that women will have to re­
turn to their great-great-grandmother's spinning 
wheel, and men Will have to build their own homes 
and fashion their own implements. The MassachU­
setts educator says that there will be no cars ra­
dios, washing machines, or refrigerators in' the 
world which w1ll exiSt after the war; the masses 
of people will be impoverished, and Import and ex­
port t.rade will become virtually nonexistent. 

Indeed, so strongly does Dr. Elias believe in 
his prediction that he is urging the schools to teach 
spinning, weaving and sewing to every girl, and 
carpentJ:y, forging and tanning to every boy, so 
they can "get hold of a lfttle piece of land and 
with a littlt farming skill manage to keep the wolf 
!!om the door." He expects that in times of need 
people will have to bulld their own cottages, using 
the raw materials they can find in nature· con­
struct their own tools from ore, and make' their 
clothing out of plants and skins. 

As we said, Dr. Elias's fears are premature if 
nothing else. But there is good reason to believe 
that he paints a picture which will not materialize 
~not, at least. unless the world becomes intellec­
tually and economically bankrupt. 

The war is taking a toll of the world standard 
of living, alld will take a greater toll before it is 
over. But as part of the process of fighting the 
war, the machine age has been given a vast im­
petus, certain to be felt beneficially in the postwar 
world. 

With all due deference to any man's right to 
his own opinion, it seems rather absurd to assume 
that mankind wm have to turn again to making 
h:.S own crude implements from ore, when the ma­
chine tool industry, for instance, has been devel­
oped to an unprecedented peak not only here but 
abroad. After t.he war, lt is virtually certain that 
mechanized implements will be much more plenti­
ful and cheaper than ever before. 

World War I had as an aftermath the stimula­
tion of the machine age in many divisions-auto­
motive, scientific. A rather direct result was aero-
nautical, agronomical, and the confiict was not the 
sending of men back to the farms to fashion their 
own plows, but the inauguration of the tractor and 
other farm machinery.
