There is not a mother or wife who
sends her beloved son or husband
to the fighting forces who does nol
within her innermost being fear the
dreadful menace of prostitution
which is enveloping all military
areas. In this section the problem
has not assumed Iimmense di-
mensions, but enough is known Lo
make a heart ache and wonder,
=Will my boy be caught in the mael-
strom?”

After talking with many citizens
1 found they shared my viewpoint
that the federal government should
have some law and see that it was
enforced in handling this social evil.
Tt was with this idea in mind that
1 interviewed Congressman A. J.
May when he was home from Wash-
ington this week. I felt surely he
would know the proper steps to
take.

T had only to utter the word,
“prostitution,” before he said, “I
have the answer to that. Enforce
the MAY ACT, a law passed by
Congress in April, 1941, which 1
sponsored. This law adequately
deals with the problem. It leaves
its enforcement up to the Army and
Navy Departments. That it has not
been enforced is adequately brought
oub in a recent article by Surgeon
General Parran of the U .S. Army
who criticized fully the War De-
partment for neglecting the en-
forcement of the May Act. It pro-
vides for gquarantining, segregating
and instituting a rehabilitation pro-
ovam for prostitutes in military
:;.res. In one section in Tennessee
the law was enforced rigidly in 20
countles with remarkable success.
The law provides for complete co-
operation between military police
aii-;i local officials. After the recent
report on Norfolk discussed '1.11 Title
Mercury, the army took action In

b Worfolk with results.”

Tt would seem then that the so-
Tution of this curse of our society is
ta be found in making the evils so
glearly outlined to the military and
local authorities that subsequent
enforcement of the May Act must|
resylt. 1 wish to express to Con-
bressman May appreciation on the |
wart of many women of TFloyd |
sounty for his wholehearted inter- |
pst and effort in solving this prob- |
em. If others will back Mr. May
up and help put pressure where it
will do some good, ie., in areas
where there are organizations who
an demand action and will, there
bound to follow improvement.

IN REPLY TO MRS. FORD
Editor, The Times:

This letter is writfen by three
young women whose husbands are
now in the armed services, We feel
offended by Mrs. W, J. Ford’s re-
cent letter in regard to the
surgical dressing room. We have
been going to Red Cross surgical
dressing class ever since it started
and have felt that in our small way
we are contributing something that
might help our husbands in this
ficht. However, some people seem
to think of it as a fashion parade.
If bird's-eye dlaper head-dresses
and smocks made from bleached-
out feed sacks pinned together with
that insignia of social standing, the
Safety Pin, can be considered fash-
ionable, then we certainly are in
fashion. Of course there are a few
of us who use a piece of an old kit-
chen curtain for a head-dress and

all of the so-called socialites wear
faded last-summer dresses. “Just so
theyre clean,” Mrs. Keenon tells
us.

It's very evident from Mrs. Ford's
letter
the Red Cross room where the sur-

tgical dressings are made, and there-
| fore knows nothing about the class

of people that atiend or the work
that is done there. She reveals her
lack of knowledge when she ques-
tions the necessity of covering the
head In the fowing head-dresses
she refers to. Mrs. Ford evidently
doezsn't realize that one fallen hair
or loose thread in the surgical dress-
ing could prevent the healing of a
wound and thereby cost the life of
an American soldier. Mrs, Ford’s
suggestion that the dressings could
be made at home is both impractical
and impossible for reasons too nu-
merous to mention. Those of you
who have attended the surgical
dressing room well know this.

The number of dressings produced
daily testify to the congenial and
workable atmosphere there, It is
impossible to believe that an air of
condescension and superiority was
ever felt or shown there. The mem-

bers of the Prestonsburg Kiwanis |

Club did not make dressings be-

cause the women had fallen down |

on the job but- because they were
prompted by their own patriotic de-
sire to do something.

It “occurs to us that one who

that she had never been to|

would let a little thing like fashion
keep her from making dressings to
be used on the wounds of our boys,
who are giving their all, just doesn't
| care or they do not have anyone in
the service for whom they wish to
;give aid. We girls are proud that
| we can say we spenit the evening
making surgical dressings. we are
only sorry that we can’t give more
]!time. Of course, we have men in
| the service. But what of those who
| don’t have men in the service? Ask
| Mrs. Frances Bowling, whose son
was Iisted as the first Floyd county
casualty at Pear] Harbor. Her son
was killed Iong before a surgical
dressing room was ever organized,
| yet she has been one of our most
conStant helpers. Do you think she
would let a little thing like fashion
| keep her from her duty? No. Almost
every night she is there in her clean
wash dress doing her bit.. . . what
for? She has only memories to work
| for, yet she is doing your job and
mine! Yes, she too wears a frater-
| nity pin, a well earmed one, the fra-

| ternity pin of the American house- |

wife, the Safety Pin. There are also
many other women who are among
the most constant helpers who do
not have anyone in their immediate
families in the service, vet they have
no feeling of giving something for

Robert Southalll Freeman, in his
notable biography of Robert E. Lee,
says that no ome would hesitate in
selecting this one incident to t-ypifs?l
Lee’s message as g man to his coun- |
trymen. It had geeurred in Northem
Virginia, probably on his last visit
there. A young mother brought her
baby to him for his blessing. He
took the Infant In his arms and
looked at it amd then at her and
slowly said, “Teach him he must
deny himself.” In no other way is
found great character and in no
other way is found great Christian
character.

It was said of George Whitefield,
that in the early part of his life he
was very unsettled about his relig-
ious life but finally te find a better
way he wore patched clothing, ate
coarse food, prayed under the trees |
far into the winter nights in such
agony of soul that great sweat ran |
down his face and one time he said, |
“I almost fasted myself to death.” |
He longed to be and became one ofi
the world’s greatest evangelists. He|
paid the price and won the vicmry.|
It is said that Franklin went to hear |
him one night when he was speak-
ing in the interest of an orphan’s
home, Franklin had declared that|
he was not going to give anything
to the orphanage. After listening a
few minutes he decided he would
give his pennies, then his silver,
but finally he emptied his pockets,
even of all his gold.

In 34 vears Whitefield crossed the
Atlantic 13 times and preached 18,-
000 sermons. Literally thousands|
were converted under his ministry.
He preached his last sermon at
Newburyport on Sunday morning |
on the subject of “Faith 2nd Works"”
and with far-carrying tones he cried,
“Works, works! a man gets to hea-
ven by works! I would as soon think
of climbing to the moon on a rope
of sand!” His voice began to fail,
but he said, “I go to my everlastng
rest, my sun has risen; shone and
Is setting. Nay, it is about to rise
and shine forever. I have nof lived
in vain, and though I could live to
preach Christ a thousand years, I
die to be with him, which to me is
far better.” He was to have preach-
ed again that night, but was un-
able. He took his candle to go up
to bed, but midway on the outside
stairs he paused with his candle in
his hand. Answering the importu-
nity of the people, he spoke with the
passion of his Lord until his candle
had burned to its socket and gone |
out. What happened next morning
is expressed in the following words:

“Just as the sun in all his state

INlumined the eastern skies |

He passed through glory's mﬂrn.ng
gate

And walked in paradise.” !

It Is not a surprise to know that
on the marble cenotaph above his
sleeping dust 1is inscribed, "as =a
seldier of the c¢rgss, humble, devout,
ardent, he put on the whole armor
of God, preferring the honor of
Christ to his own interest, repose,
reputation. or life.”

If we could ask him I am sure he
would tell us, he paid a great price
but the rewards justified it.

Federal coal mine inspectors have
recommended better ventilation,
safer blasting, and stricter enforce-
ment of a no-smoking rule under-
ground to help minimize hagards
resulting from the liberation of
methane, an explosive gas, in the
| Auxier No. 7 mine of the North-
East Coal Company at Auxier.

Rated gassy by the Kentucky De-
partment of Mines, the 900-ton-a-
day mine was liberating methane
when visited by two federal mine
inspectors last fall, according to a
report which Dr, R. R. Sayers, di-

transmitted to Secretary of the In- |
terior Harold L. Ickes.

The inspectors noted sufficient air |
in several working places to insure |
the effective dilution of gases and
they offereq a number of recom- |

Imendations to improve the system |

of ventilation. One air sample con- |
tained 1.10 percent methane and
was deficient in oxygen, according
to the report.

The use of black powder: stemmed

and evidences of smoking under-
ground were serious ignition haz-
ards, the report said. Considerable
difficulty was experienced in this
mine about five years ago in extin-
guishing a fire which resulted from
blasting with black powder, the in-
spectors were informed, They urged
exclusive use of permissible explos-
ives, fired permissibly and stemmed
with incombustible material.
