Crack-Down On Draft Delinquénts
Promised; All Must Carry Cards

Selective service headquarters in Washington announced this
week that “vigorous action" against draft delinquents would be
started by the Justice Department February 1.

The action will be directed against men “‘believed to be delin-
quent by reason of failure to keep in touch with their local boards
as required.” ‘Selective service estimated their number at “less
than three-tenths of one per cent of all registrants.”

In connection with the campaign, selecive service issued these
two orders:

Beginning February 1, “all men in the 18 to 45 age groups who
for six months or more have been subject to registration” must
carry their registration cards or risk penalties as great as five
years in prison and a $10,000 fine.

Local draft boards shall mail notices to a]l delinquent regis-
trants immediately and report to U. S. district attorneys those
who do not “comply with their obligations during January.” The
| boards also are to review the records on delinguency and keep

| them up to date, notifying the prosecutor when each delinquent
complies with his obligations.

The requirement that the 18-to-45 registrants—who include
many men deferred by the recent order lowering the maximum
draft age to 37 years—carry classification cards will enable them
to “show that they are in conununicationl with their local boards
.and have been classified as to availability for military service”
the announcement said.

Registrants who do not have classification cards or have lost
them should communicate with their local boards before February
1 and obtain them “so as to avoid charges of delinquency,” it
added.

The service said most delinquencies were believed “due to
negligence or lack of understanding of selective service regula-
tions,” and reported that the record of 0.3 per cent delinquency
among all registrants compared with 4.5 per cent delinquency be-
tween 1917-1918.

Headquarters reminded board members that the Justice De-
partment was charged with enforcing the draft act and making
iy necessary arrests or prosecutions.

The OPA was
directed by the Department of Ag-
riculture'to undertake the rationing
of virtually all commercially pro-
cessed vegetables and fruits—bot-
tled, canned and frozen vegetables,
fruits, juices, dried fruits, and all
soups. It is expected that this food-
rationing program will begin jn Feb-
ruary when the mechanics of the
system will be ready to roll, The
reasons for announcing the program
this far in advance may be found in
the magnitude of the job to be done
before rationing can begin. War
Ration Book 2 must be distributed
to every family and 1500000 OPA
volunteers must be recruited and
trained to handle registration. Food
wholesalers and retailers must be
instructed in the plan, and trade
meetings must be held from coast to
coast,

The consuming pubile itself must |

be adequately informed on the use
of War Ration Book 2, so that they
will know how to use it when the
program starts.

To register for Book 2, it will be
necessary to make s declaration of
all commercially processed fruits
and vegetables in the individual's
possession, and stamps will be de-
ducted accordingly before the book
is issued.

dor pupils who were badly in need of
dental work. Two days were given
f¢hat school for dental care. About
5 o'clock that afternoon three or
four mothers came to the clinic and
registered for the next day. They
were staying in that neighborhood
with friends or neighbors, They, too.
#ad walked from home with their
small children.

Wednesday. Dec. 16, Ted Parsons,
principal of the school at the head
of Frazier's Creek, was scheduled to
come in to the McDowell elinic with
Hhis pupils. It was another one of
those rainy days. The creek was up
<0 that the school truck-bus couldn’t
get across Frazier's Creek. So, Mr.
Parson’s school couldn’t get there.
Consequently, the McDowell grade
school got an extra day of dental
work. At 5 o'clock Mr. Parsons came J
fo the dental trailer and told me he
thad started with his school, but the
school bus couldn't get across the
ereek, He asked for another date
and we gave it to him, However, we |
had to move our already scheduled
future clinic up a day. But for a|
teacher with that much interest in |
gelting dental work done for hl.s.
sthool, We were more than obliged |
to favor him and his pupils.

The new date was Tuesday, Dec.
29. Again it rained, with Frazier’s
Creek up so that the school bus
couldn’t get to McDowell. But this
time the pupils were delermined to
come; whether the creek was up or
ihe bus couldn’t run, was beside the
point. They were suffering from the

lack of dental care. About 9:30 a.
m., a ten-year-old boy from the
head of Frazier's Creek rode horse-
back to McDowell for dental treat-
ment. At 11 o'clock a grandfather
brought in seven of his grandchil-
dren. But they had to walk around
a hill in order to avoid high water.
About noon, a man brought in his
two sons on horseback. He said his
boy came back irom school that
morning saying that the school bus
couldn’t get across the creek. The
boy was suffering from a toothache,
so he just saddled up his horse and
| brought them.

All the children who came in to
the clinic are badly in need of den-
tal 'work, However, I am not sur-
prised at this, as 98 per cent of them
haven't been in a dental chair be-
fore.

All of these children have suffi-
cient diseases of the mouth to af-

| feet the general health, also, to af-!

fect school promotion; and if these
children are to have good health
and get along well in school, they
must receive proper dental treat-
ment.
