Debt service, the paying of prin-
cipal and interest on cld bonded
indebtedness, has Increased from
the $31,600 of 10841-42 and the $38,-
750 of 1942-43 to the impressive to-
tal of $65,236 for this year.

General government expenditures
for the current fiscal year are re-
duced by the budget from $35,215
two years ago and $36,440 last year
to $33,115 for this fiscal year.

Meanwhile, highway expenditures
since '41-'42 have been decreasing—
$42,100 two vyears ago, $28,500 last
year; this fiscal year—$23,000.
