60 Pet. of Tests Made 
Show Rabies Signs, 
Figures Indicate 

No;; all heads of animals submit­
ted for rabies analysis are declared I 
to show signs of the disease, as 
some profess to l:nllieve, figures re­
leased last week prove. 

In the past 1llh years 2,473 dog 
heads have been analyzed at the 
Public Service Laboratories, Agri.: 
cultural Experiment Station, Lex­
ington, and 1,487 found to have 
rabies. Cat heads numbered 264, of 
which 102 had rabies. Of five hu­
man brains received, three had ra­
bies. One hundred twenty-four cat­
tle had rabies, 16 hogs and six 
sheep. The heads of five foxes 
showed rabies. Th~e animals at­
tack persons when they are mad. I 

Three birnes as many animals 
suspected of having rabies were re­
ceived at the laboratories in the first 
half of this year a.s were received in 
the entire ~ear of 1932. The num­
ber of heads showing rabies was four 
times a.s many as the number 10 
years ago. 

Areas from which most heads of 
mad dogs arrive at the Experiment 
Station include Fayette and adjoin- , 
ing counties; Boone, Campbell an d 
Kenton counties· Bell county, and 
Madison county.' These area.s have 
been furnishing a lmost a steapy 
flow of heads this year. 

Too many persons are being ex­
posed to rabies, says Dr . Linwood 
A . Brown, head of the Public Ser­
vice Laboratories. As a result, they 
are paying out thousands of dol­
lars for the Pasteur treatment. He 
advises persons to refrain from 
handling sick animals, especially 
pets, until it i.s certain they do not 
have rabies. Rabies is often sus­
pected only a.fter all members of a 
family have handled a. dog or cat. 
It' <animals must be handled, it is 
advisable to wear gloves - rubber 
gloves, if possible. 

Only heads of animals · should be 
sent to the Public Service Labora­
tori~. Dr. Brown said. Bodies are 
of no use, a.nQ. -cannot be handled 
by the J.a,boratories. Heads should 
be packed in ice.

Maybe. you are one of many people 
who think all of the dimes and dol­
lars go to the Georgia Warm Springs 
Foundation. They do not. Half of 
the money goes to the counties which 
contributed for local relief; the other 
half is retained by the National 
Foundation for Infantile 'Paralysis. It 
is used when an epidemic strikes 
and for research to try to find the 
cause, the preventive and cure Of the 
disease. 

Infantile paralysis strikes the rich 
and the poor alike. Epidemics are 
not always near great medical cen­
ters. The first cases discovered by 
Nurse Kenny were children in fami­
lies who lived 10 miles from any 
neighbor or telephones, telegraph 
and improved roads. It was over 
200 miles to the nearest doctor and 
hospital. This was 30 years ~go. 

In 1942 there were two places in 
the United States that were hard 
hit; one was thickly settled, fairly 
wealthy New Jersey, with plenty of 
doctors, nurses and hospitals; the 
other was Arkansas, where there 
was but one hospital in all the State 
willing to admit any case of infantile 
paralysis in its acute stage. This 
hospital could not begin to care for 
the 100 children who applied for 
treatment the first few weeks. 

That is where the National Foun­
dation for Infantile Paralysis came 
into the picture. It had money. It 1 

knew where to secure nurses trained 
in the Kenny method. bf that huo­
dred and more patients almost all 
have now gone home restored to 
health. Of the rest, all but a very 
few will soon be walking, their con­
dition good. 

It costs about $1,800 to keep one 
child in a hospital for a year , under 
the Kenny trE'atment. But that one 
year may mean freedom to that 
child for a lifetime. At a dime 
apiece 18,000 people have contribut­
ed to treat that child. 

Throughout the country there are 
now 2,494 local Chapters of the Na­
tional Foundation for Infantile Paral­
ysis. They cover 2,894 of the na­
tion's 3,050 counties. If you were
