BORDEAUX MIXTURE

Ralny days, with hotland sultry
ones between,make an ideal “blight
season.” |

Blight is the leafspol disease thab
knocks off the leaves of tomatoes
and' those' of pota.taes_.:-';_'-SGmetimes,
even beans are affected, and ezz-
plants, always. It iS guite imder-
standable that plants that have lost
even part of their leaves cannof
bear satisfactory cropss

The centrol is to “eopper-plate”
the leaves, so the gémms of blight
cannot get foothold. The best known
copper spray is BordéRux mixture,
but there is another, Copper oxide,
Cuprocide Yellow. -tj‘x_ifortmmtely.
however, it is not so universally ob-
tainable as the copper ingredient of
the Bordeaux, copper sulfate, hlue
yitriol.

On the Cuprocide package, direc-
tions are given for its use, but here
follows: the formula by whieh Bor-

(deaux is made:

In 5 quarts of water, in a stone

ierock, or a wooden pail, dissolve a

pound of blue vitriol, hanging it in
a eloth sack so that its lower tip is
immersed in the water. Thus ar-
ranged, the crystal form of vifriol
will dissolve in an hour with no at-
tention, but the powdered form can
be dissolved by stirring, to be ready
for instant use.

In the tank of a knapsack spray-
er, put 9 quarts of water and a
handiul (¢ ounces) of hydrated
lime, and stir. Then pour in a quart
of dissolved vitriol, place the cover
and shake the tank end-wise, 10
times, to make 215 zallons of 4-4-50
Bordeaux. It should be used imme-
diately, and the tank should be
washed out thoroughly with ne de-
lay, to keep the metal fank from
being -eaten. The vitriol water
should be puf into a stone or glass
jug, ready to use when the next
sprayerful of Bordeaux. is fo be
made.

If leaf-eating insecis are present,
too, arsenate of lead or calecium
should be added, a rounded taile-
spoon to the galion of Bordeaux. If
this spray is to be used on beans (as
for the Mexican beeile), magnesium
arsenate should replace the other
two just named, as they sometimes
burn tender foliage.

FEDERAL SCHOOL AID
MOVES UP A STEP

HE federal school ald appropriation bill, at least,
has budged from its hitherto dormant posi-
tion. A subcommittee approves it for favor-

able consideration by the Senate Labor Committee;
which is the initial move toward reporting the bill
and bringing it up for passage.

The appropriation provides en annual emergency
fund of $200,000,000 during the war to be appor-
tioned among the states on a school attendance
basis, and another $100,000,000 annually to equal-
ize educational opportunity, distributed on a basis
of schocl-age population and wealth. EKentucky
would receive about $9,000,000 from beth funds
and $4,700,000 annually after the war.

The scle condition is that each state shall main-
tain its own provisions at the level of the last
school year, and the only objection offered is that
repeated a few days ago by The Lexington Leader.
“Federal regulation,” The Leader professes to fear,
“would be extended over the schools” to “determine
standards, select books, prescribe courses of study,
exercise contrél over types of buildings and equip-
ment, fix szlaries and determine qualifications ... .
This has been the history of all federal aid proj-
ects.”

The Leader astonishes us. Is this what has taken
place at the University of Kentucky during these
many years it has been receiving quite a bit of
federal money right in the city where The Leader
is published? Is that where The Leader studied “the
history of federal aid,” but didn’t warn us? Does
the state health department take dictation from
Washington to The Leader’s knowledge? The seven
tommonwealths in the T.V.A. area can inform
The Leader that, if *“the states are losing their
rights,” it is not through federal provisions in gen-
eral welfare.

We have 96 Senators in Washington, all repre-
senting states, two from Kentucky, and 435 Con-
gressmen representing disiricts within states, nine
frem Kentucky. Many of the states will receive
Jittle or nothing from the annual appropriation,
and all contain hundreds of local school districts,
jealous of any control. They raise $16,000,000 them-
selves in Kentucky and the state puts up nearly
£10,000000 to the proposed $4,700,000 federal grant.
If a conceivable motive existed for members of
Congress to invest g federal agency with authority
over the school systems of 48 states, they wouldn't
dare attempt it.
