If Farmers To Sell
To Others, War Food

Administration Says

ers selling meat, including hams,

bacen, ete. slaughtered prior to Ap-
Iril 1, 1943, must obtain permits,

These permits for farmers are ob-
tainable by applying to the office of
the County USDA War Board.
Farmers are urged by the admin-
istration to secure permits prior to
the time they expect to sell meat,

all meats delivered from one
persen to another be tagged or
marked with the permit number of
the original owner of the meat, All
persons slaughtering meat for sale
and delivery to ethers are yequirecd
to secure the recessary permeit or li-
cense as is required under War Focd
Administrator’s Order No. FDO-T5
and amendments, Persons other than
farmers who slaughter meat ani-
mals are required to hold a license.
Persons not hoelding such license
may make application to Tom Bailey
Atkins, Area Supervisor, Food Dis-
tribution Administration, Room 306
Federal Bldg., Catlettsburg, Ky.

All persons are urged to make
sure that the meat whieh they pur-
chase is from legitimate sources,
which will be evidenced by the per-
mit number eitffer being stamped or
placed on a tag on the meat. This
program was begun in April, 1943 to
eliminate black markets in meats
and to assure adequdte distribution
