As a Christisn, it is your desire 
Jnd purpose to obey the Lord Jesus 
Christ. It is by obedience to His 
commandments that we prove our­
selves to be His true disciples. (Jno.

Have you ever really searched the 
Bible to find 'Out which day of the 
week Christ wants you to keep?

WASHING MACHINE 
Do not overload washing machine. 

Do not run machine oftener than necessary. 

Do not run machine longer than necessary to clean 
clothes. 

SMALL APPLIANCES 
Eliminate all waste in the use of various electrical 
appliances such as radios, space heaters, electric 
irons and toasters, and so forth. Turn them off 
when not actually needed.
