Wounded Man’s Letter Impels Mother
To Offer Blood; Plasma Value Told

A letter from her wounded son,
Lt., James Hicks, impelled Mrs.
Julia Hicks Bailey, mother of five
sons in the armed forces, and her
husband, R. M. Bailey, well-known
Flogd county farmer, to come here
from Hippo last week and, despite
their age, volunteer to contribute
their part of Floyd county blood to
the Red Cross blood bank at Ash-
langd in November.

Mrs. Bailey is 57. Her husband is
62. But what difference?

For her son, wounded in France,
wrote:

“Blood plasma helped save my
life, and it saved many more service
men. The civilians back there do-
nated that blood through the Amer-
ican Red Cross.”

While here Mr. and Mrs., Bailey
contributed $25 to the Red Cross
for Lt. Hicks, as instructed in this
part of his letter: “The next time
vou go to Prestonsburg, stop in and

see Miss Ella Noel White and donate
$25 to that organization for me, I've
always donated to them since being
in the service. Tell her of my grati-
tude to the American Red Cross.”

Lit. Hicks wrote that, although he
will probably walk with a limp and
be unfit for active service, he ex-
pects to continue to do his part till
victory is won. “I told the boys I
would be back when my wounds are
healed,” he wrote, “but I didn’t
know then that my leg was so bad
and that my fighting days are over
.+ . But I still want to:serve . . .
There are lots of other thingg I can
and will do . . .”

“I had a plastic map case inside
my jacket, over my stomach,” his
letter continued. ‘Several bullets hit
me there but that map case stopped
them. That was an act of God.”

fan campaign, Pvt, Harold Adkins,
of Martin, this week expressed the
hope that bhe might give his blood
for the benefit of others who will
fall wounded.

For Fight on Pﬂio .
Floyd Ranked 7th
This Year in St@g

Announging that
people had contributed an all-time
record of $10973,491 to the 1944

tional Foundation for Infantile Par-
alysis, Basil O'Connor, Foundation
president, declared this week that
these donations will permit an ex-
pansion of the war against the ehil-
dren’s enemy on the home front.

With epidemies or serious out-
breaks now taking their toll in 12 of
the states of the nation, MT. ©'Con-
nor pointed out that the number of
cases reported is already Hhigher
than for the comparable peried last
year when the counfry suffered its
third worst epidemic.

Mr. ©O'Connor said the National
Foundation would now he able to
add more epidemic fighters and ad-
ditional equipment for emergency
aid and, at the same time, continue
its Jrelentless fight to learn how to
prevent and cure the disease.

Floyd county’s increase in contri-
butions to the infantile paralysis
fund this year was commensurate
with the record-breakng contribu-
tion of the nation as a whole. With
$2,584.96 contributed, the ecounty
ranked seventh in Kentucky in the
total of funds contributed, as com-
pared with 19th place in (he pre-
ceding year. Only Jefferson, Union,
Fayelte, Warren, Christian and Boyd
counties exceeded the Floyd county
contribution for 1944, Mrs. Steve
Clark, Wheelwright, county chair-
man, said.

Dimes, Mr. OConnor continued,
“will permit the Natonal Foundation
not. only to expand its aid to those
who are stricken But also to open
up new fronts of research which
some day will pierce the defense of
this disease and permit us to pre-
vent it.

“Already 1460000 dimes are at
work in the state of North Carolina
where representatives of the Nation-
al Foundation work day and night
with state and local guthorities to
provide emergency aid, professional
workers and equipment to meet the
epidemic situation.”

Dimes and dollars contributed by
Americans also are at work in Ken-
tucky, New York, Louisiana, Penn-
sylvania, Virginia, Tennessee, Ohio,
Michigan Maryland, Mississippi and
Indiana where there are serious or
threatening outbreaks, he added.

“We have no way of knowing how
far the danger will spread, nor how
many homes will suffer tragedy be-
fore this vear's epidemic subsides,”
warned Mr. O'Connor, adding, “but
we do know that we have never be-
fore been so well equipped to meet
the ravages of infantile paralysis as
we are this year."

This year's donations almost dou-
bled the former record of $5,527,590

v | set in 1943, Mr. O’Connor said, and

the total comprised millions of small
donations indicating that “almost
every person in this country has had
some part in creating the means of
carrying on this mighty crusade.

“From army and navy bases half
way around the world came dona-
tions from the brave fighters in our
armed services,” said Mr. O'Connor,
which he considers “a mandate to
us here at home not to neglect the
fight against this home-front enemy
while they are battling our foes
abroad.”

Mr. O'Connor praised the co-op-
eration of the film industry, movie
patrons, the gports world, the press,
radio, war workers, school children,
bﬁpr. industry and “Mr. and Mrs.
