Tells of War on U-Boats

A part of the story of the U.8.8.
Card, the converted alrcraft carrier
which is one of enly seven ships to
be awarded a Presidential citation,
has played in this war was told here
recently by 19-year-old James Rob-
inson, coxswain on the hercic “fiat
zop'n

It was the Card which took part
in the action which saw the de-
strover, the U.B8.8. Borrie, go to
her dsath in one of the war’s most
siark dramas of the sea. After the
Card had sunk one sub and made
eight other possible hits In a battle
with-a German wolfpack on Hal-
| lowe'en night, last year, the Borrie
|came to grips with its victim. This
| battie between the destroyer and |
|the U-boat was modern warfare's
| nearest approach to the days when
sea warriors stormed over the side
[and fought it out, hand-to-hand,
on the deck. The Borrie rammed the
sub, itself was disabled by the en-
emy, and its crewmen seized ma-
chine guns, even shotguns to fire
point-blank at enemy Sseamern.
| “About dusk the crew of the
| Borrie abatidoned ship after it had
ibeen rendered helpless,” Robinson
said.

"The Leary ex-
pected a submarine contact at 10
p.m., but got it earlier than ex-
pected,” Robinson explained. “The
action went on #ill 2 a.m., and in
the darkness and heavy seas there
wasn't much we could do. The Leary
prepared for surface action with
one sub, then had a depth contact
and turned to it. At that time a
torpedo struck her, the ship swung
about and was hif again, exploding
soon afterward.”

Again the Card took aboard the
survivors. Robinson’s ship, said to
have sunk, with the aid of its planes,
more submarines than any ship in
naval history, has had its full share |
of visifors. “German visitors,” Raob- |
inson explained. “And they mostiy !
are not an impressive looking bunch,
I remember one group of submarine
survivors, Some of them spoke Eng-
lish and when food was served to
them—it was what T would call a
very ordinary meal for American
seamen—I  distinotly heard one
German say, ‘I wish my mother
could have a meal like fthat.'"™

A patient of the Martin General
hospital is suffering acutely from
endamoeba histolytica, common to
the tropies but seldom seen in this
section. The species, belonging to
the protozoan family, is contracted

is very harmful, often remsaining
unsuspected for life,

The patient had undergone zev-
eral lengthy periods of il health
without learning the cause. Various
physicians had from time tb time
pronocunced the trouble functional
| rather than erganie, but Dr, C. L.
Allen,. of the Martin General staff,
maintained that the symptoms were
definitely pathogenic and equally
serious. In his entire career he had
seenn only one previoug case of
endamoeba histolytica which was
at City hospital, Louisville, in 1939.
