21 Have Inspectors

The Floyd fiscal court and every
other fiscal court in the state will
employ livestock inspectors, if res-
olutions adopted Tuesday by the
State Board of Agriculture are ac-
cepted by county officials.

State Agriculture Commissioner
Elliott Robertson reported that his
lists show only 21 of the state’s 120
counties have these inspectors, and |
that they were needed to work with
his department’s field agents and
other officials in preventing disease
and in carrying out the board’s reg-
ulations.. |

The law requires that the inspec- |
tors be named by the fiscal courts |
subject to approval of the hoard|
and that the counties shall pay
them,

“They should be veterinarians, ”1
Robertson added, “but if none is |
available in a county, a ]eadmgL
farmer who knows something about|
disease of cattle can be chosen.

As it is, he has begun, away from
“home,’” a job we here at home cannot
too long postpone. If we cannot now be-
gin reforestation, we can at least stop
the wanton destruction of the trees. We
can stop the forest fires and permit those
trees left to live and grow. It is a sad re-
flection on a people to see hills whose
beauty lies in their verdure become de-
nuded and gullied like the face of a
wrinkled crone.

All this brings THE TIMES back to its
argument that if this section is not to be-
come g wasteland some day, once our
mineral resources are exhausted, conser-
vation must be practised.

The “new grounds’ today hacked out
of the woodlands—they cannot be graced
by the word, “forests,” any longer—are
the soil of rich bottom Ilands, miles
away, tomorrow, Treeless hilleides, bare

even of grass, are veritable chutes down |

which every rain sends the remaining

topseil. The streams are filled with sand |

till any rainfall of consequence sends
them out of their banks, inundating low-
lands, covering the fields with white
sand.

These streams must be cleared, possi-
bly by dredging, to provide a channel for
the water. But the communities in
which such waterway improvement is to
be made, if at all, must restore to their
hills the trees and grass; otherwise, the
streams would quickly refill with sand
instead of water.

When the federal government under-
takes its post-war program of waterways
improvement, the up-the-creek commu-
nities must not be forgotten. The imme-
diate effect will not be so striking as a
great dam or  super-highway, but the
permanent benefits will be greater.
