The citation reads in part:

“For heroic conduct in connection
with military operations against an
armed enemy. On 14 January 1945,
Pvi. May was a member of an artil-
Jgr}' forward observer section as-
signed to a cavalry reconnaissance
squadron, mechanized, 11th Armor-
ed Division in its attack. The attack
required the squadron to advance
through a heavily wooded area lying
north of the road. Since the tactical
situation rendered artillery support
unfavorable, the artillery forward
observer section was not engaged in
ifs mission and voluntarily assisted
in evacuating the wounded. Intense
mortar and artillery fire falling in
the area was inflicting severe casual-
ties on the supporfed unit. TUnder
this fire, Private May exposed him-
self to assist in the evacuation of
wounded personnel. By his disregard
of personal safety, Private May's
conduct was in keeping with the
