HIS is not to discuss the guilt or inno-
egence of the man known to many
Floyvd countians as “Dr. Liebowitz.”

Equally farcical
is the second offense penalty: one hun-
dred dollars in fine or a thirty-day jail
term, or both.

Why should human suffering in an
allegedly civilized state be so cheap at
court while so costly in the lives and
wellsbeing of sufferers, those who pay

A “Qoctor’—any person, say, of nor-
mal intelligence and a smattering of
medical knowledge, sans conscience—
could operate under such penalties to
his own personal profit. A fine of fifty
dollars alongside the rich take of a few
months’ medical fees is not much on the
red side of the ledger. Meanwhile, the
imposter could work in two ways to the
harm of the sufferer: by administering
the improper treatment, or by prevent-
ing the patient from turning to a quali-
fied physician for proper treatment.

It is the duty of the medical profes-
sion through its organizations to de-
mand heavier penalties for such offens-
es, crimes against the laws of society
and against the greater law of living
and let live. No legislative body could
deny such request.

Soft Baby-Talk Used
By Floyd County Man
To Keep Gan Working

WITH THE 75TH DIVISION—
Don’t let that word, “reconnais-
sance,” fool you, for many a mission
|t113t started out to be an informa-
| tion-gathering jaunt has wound up
| in headlines.-

Take the case of S/Sgt. Jim Boles’
patrol with its Floyd county, Ky.,
| machine gunner. Boles, who hails
[ from Columbus, O., had hidden with
{his men in an armored vehicle all
day probing for an elusive enemy.

Toward evening the tireq crew
snapped to action, when, rounding a
bend in the road, they found them-
selves facing a road block which
was guarding the entrance to a
German town.

Peering through the gun slits, the
reconnalssance troopers saw & group
of 10 men—apparently British—re-
garding them with unconcern from
the other side of the barrier. Sgt.
Boles was about to hail them when
a camoufiaged machine gun—unmis-
takably German-—opened up, the
bullets beating a tattoo against the
armor plate.

“That was where they made =a
mistake,” Sgt. Boles said later.

“We have been trained to get in-
formation—even if we have to fight
for it. In fact, the most valuable in-
formation is usually well guarded,
You have to fight to get it.”

So the reconnaissance patrol
fought. Using their half-track as s
battering ram, firing machine guns
and cannon as they went, they
stormed ahead, powdered the bar-
rier, killing or capturing the 10 dis-
guised Germans.

Running the Jerries ahead of
them they proceeded into town—but
found no opposition. The town was
theirs.

In retrospect they found amusing
things which, during the heat of the
fighting, they had been -too busy to
enjoy:

How, for example, Pvt. Jake But-
terfleld, Lansing, Mich., hag resem-
bled a fast action strip dancer when
he caught a hot shell case (from the
.50-calibre machine gun) between
his coat collar and his neck,

Or how Cpl. Issy Stumbo, McDow-
ell, Ky., machinegunner, talked baby
talk in soft, southern accents while
his gun was in action. He swears it
keeps the weapon from jamming at
critical moments.

While waiting for the infantry to
keep up with them, and occupy the
captured town, Sgt. Boles wrote out
his report:

“On a routine patrol, the town of
‘X' was taken by unit ‘X’, 75th Re-
connaissance Troop. Some enemy
opposition encountered, killed seven,
cautured three, We had no casual-
ties.”

WITH THE NINTH ARMORED
DIVISION ON THE WESTERN
FRONT—S/Sgt. Darral J. Stafford
has been awarded the Certificate of
Merit for meritorious service in ac-
tion against the enemy in western
Europe on Dec. 25, 1944, it has been
announced by Lt. Col. C. Wesner,
commander of the 16th armored
fielg artillery battalion. S/Sgt. Staf-
ford took part in the 9th armored
division’s vallant stand in Belgium
and Luxembourg during the German
offensive in that area, preventing
capture of vital supply and commu-
nications centers on all sectors of
the bulge front. The 9th armored
division is under the command of
Maj. Gen, John W. Leonard.

S/Sgt. Stafforq is the husband of
Mrs. Darral J. Stafford, who lives at
West Prestonsburg, Ky.

Then the
Yank radio operator called for artil-
lery and the barrage that followed
drove the remaining Nazis away.

Buckley was at a window and saw
the Erauts approaching. He waited
until they were a short distance
away and then challenged them. As
the lead Jerry raised his gun to fire,
every Yank in the outpost opened up
at once.

Buckley was employed by the
Buckeye Ordnance Plant, South
Point, O, before entering the army.

Martin Sailor Saw
Historic Unfurling
Of Flag on Iwo Jima

ABOARD A DESTROYER IN THE
PACIFIC — When Lloyd McGarey,
quartermaster first class, of Martin,
saw the Stars and Stripes flutter at
the crest- of Mount Suribachi on
bloody Iwo Jima, he did so with
jubilant pride, for his ship, one of
the U.S. navy's new heavy destroy-
ers, had helped make that historic
moment possible.

His ship, commanded by Comman-
der R. N, Norgaard, of Dell Rap-
ids, 8. D., rode in the shallow waters
only a few hundred yards from the
beach throughout the night and
morning during the final attack on
Mount Suribachi by the 28th regi-
ment of marines.

This “greyhound of the sea” had
crept in close to the shoreline, shoot-
ing at enemy mortar and infantry
positions in virtually inaccessible
caves at point-blank range with 5-
inch and 40-mm. automatic guns,
and illuminating Jap infiltration
movements with powerful search-
lights to lend the closest possible
support to the hardy and daring ma-
rines.

After a full night of firing, the
marines could be seen attaining
their objective in the morning. At 10
aamn.,. they were struggling up the
steep, final yards to the mountain's
crest, with sporadic machire gun
fire still dotting the barren and
treacherous landscape.

Then, a few minutes later, those
aboard this destroyer, which actom-
plished a job well done, saw the
American flag unfurled and raised
on a hastily erected flagpole, a sym-
bol to those Japs remaining on the
Island and those a few hundred
miles away In Japan proper that
Uncle Sam was on the job and head-
ed their way and would and could
not be halted until he had achieved
final and lasting victory.

Serve on USS Pennsylvania

ABOARD THE USS PENNSYL-
VANIA, Somewhere in the Pacific—
Although Radio Tokyo has reported
her sunk several times, the USS
Pennsylvania 1is still very much
afloat, assmembers of her crew, S 1/¢
Billie Caudill, son of Mrs, Ranie
Caudill, Manton, Ky., and Gunner’s
Mate Archie L. Wilson, son of Mrs.
Lucinda Wilson, of Auxier, Ky.,” will
testify.

This old, broad-beamed Pearl Har-
bor “ghost,” whose keel was laid on
October 27, 1913, has covered nearly
100,000 miles of Pacific water, from
the Bering Sea to Southern Austra-
lia. For a period of four months she
cruised in waters west of Tokyo.

The Pennsylvania's assignments
against the Japanese began with the
destruction of enemy installations on
Attu. Since then she has been at
Kiska, Makin Island, the Marshalls,
Eniwetok, the Marianas and the
Philippines.

Testimony of the accuracy of her
guns came when a short party dur-
ing the invasion of Guam sent an
urgent call for help in a designated
area., When the echoes of the first
four-gun salvo from her secondary
batteries had died away. the short
party signaled: “Nice shot. Pennsyl-
vania. Mission completed.'

The Pennsylvania's fire power has
earned her a special place in navy
annals. Someone once wrote of her,
“The old girl shoots so fast and so
much that at I:imes she looks as
