Tankman’s Death Told
in Chaplaip’s Letter

Details of the death of T/5 Ches-
ter A. Allen, of Hueysville, in a
shell-shattered tank on May 30, 1944,
eight days affer American forces
began their drive from the Anzio
beachhead toward Rome, are given
in a letter from Chaplain Wilber K.
Anderson to the soldier’s sister, Mrs.
Effie A, Centers, of Hueysville. The
letter follows, in part:

“All of us who knew Chester join|
in extending to you our most heart-
felt sympathies. He, as others of our |
‘brave comrades, made the supreme |
Sacrifice, that our American way of
life might be preserved.

“On the 30th day of May, 1944, the |
eighth day of the drive from the
Anzio beachhead for Rome, Chester
was perfiorming his duty as a mem-
F:er of a tank ecrew with his organ-
ization. During an engagement with
the enemy the tank in which he was |
riding 'was knocked out of action by |
an enemy anti-tank shell. The gun- |
ner, who was severely wounded,

and stated that he was the only |
member fo get out of the fank.

Shortly thereafter the enemy ad-

vanced and the gunner was taken
prisoner, Due to the enemy coOTNcen-

fration on the area®where the tank |
battle had been in progress, it was |
impossible to reach the knocked-out
tank to evacuate any remaining 0c-|
cupants. Later, the tactical situa- |
tion rendered it impossible to return
to that vicinity, therefore, Chester |
was reported as missing in action. |

“Recently, on the area being|
searched and the interior of the
tank being inspected, sufficient evi-
dence was uncovered to determine
that the gunner, who had been ac-
counted for, had been the only mem-
ber of the tank crew to extricate
himself from the vehicle. Such evi-
denice being considered reasonably
conclusive of death, and which leads
to no other logical conclusion, it is
determined that Chester perished in
his tank on the 30th of May, 1944
after it was knocked out by an en-
emy anti-tank shell”

A son of the late Rev. and Mrs.
R. 8. Allen, the victim entered the
|army Oct. 14, 1941 and was one of
two selectees picked at Ff. Enox to
go along with men who had from
three to four years’ previous train-
ing. His armored regiment. embarked
| from New York for Ireland, later
invading North Africa. He took part
in the following engagements; Oran,
Ousseltia Valley, Kasserine Pass, El
Guetarfi and final pursuit of the
enemy in Africa to the sea, May T,
1943, He was in Sicily with Gen.
! Patton’s men for several months,
thence into Itay.

“The First Battalion, 504th Para-
chute infantry (less Company “A")
outstandings perfor-
mance of duty in action against the
enemy at Cheneux, Belgium.

a heavily reinforced battalion of
armored SS troops supported by a
Mark VI tank, numerous machine
guns, SP 20-mm guns, 8P 77-mmn
guns, and 105-mm howitzers, The

position . was further defended in
depth by several halftracks mount-
ing triple 20-mm cannon and SP §1-
mm mortars.

“The battalion attacked Cheneux
in eschelons of assault waves and
stormed the strongly emplaced en-

emy through the heavy fire of 20-mm | but, despite these losses

each succeeding wave getting closer
until the enemy and his armored ve-
thicles and canpon were finally over-
1whelmed in fierce hand-to-hand
combat. When ammunition ran low
i'the troopers drove the enemy from
almost impregnable positions with
bayonets and clubbed rifles. The
stubborn enemy was completely
routed from his perimeter defenses
and the affack continued until a
portion of Cheneux was seized, where
reorganization was effected and
preparations made for a counter-
attack.

“At dawn, the enemy laid down a
heavy artillery ‘preparation, then
launched five successive counter at-
tacks through the day. All of these

daunted force confinued the aftack
and drove the Germans from the
town and nearby high ground. In
