Class Is Organized
To Assure U.S. Aid

Unless a sheet metal class of at
least 10 trainees can be organized
by March 1 and maintained there-
after, the Vocational Training Shop
here may be closed, Nelson S. Hurst,
local co-ordinator, declared this week
| on his return from a conference in
 Frankfort with state vocational ed-
Iucat-ion officials,

The school has two full-time
classes in machine shop and weld-
ing, with 25 trainees enrolled, but
these two courses are no Jlonger
classed as essential by the War
| Manpower Commission, and so only
sheet metal work réemains as a crit-
ical program to retain federal aid
| for the school, it was explained.
| The state, Mr. Hurst added, will
not meaintain a school which has not
| federal support.
| THE TIMES learned through un-
official sources that the Mayo Voca-
| tional School at Paintsville is threat-
ened by the same shortage of sheet
| metal trainees.

The former NYA plant here in
which vocational training is con-
ducted has equipment valued at
$50,000.

“I don't think I am being selﬁsh'

in trying to keep the school going in
| Prestonsburg,” Mr. Hurst comment-
' ed. “Its close would probably merely
{mean that I would be transferred
| to another school. But I feel that
| the shop has a definite part in the
| life of Floyd county and that it of-

“The main roads have held up
fairly well, considering the punish-
ment they have taken,” he added,

surfaces of the secondary roads are
in bad shape.”

He said repairs would be made as
rapidly as possible where conditions
are worst, but that material is scarce
and hauling equipment is “the worsg
bottleneck.”

Some gounty roads are impassable,
he reported, and later inspection
may show that conditions will get
more serious, since underneath the
soil now frozen will soften with
warm weather and paving will sink
and crack.

REA lines were serving 48,576 rural
consumers, but 75.7 per cent of rural
homes were still withoul electric
service.

The Fublic Service Commission
order handed down Jan. 22 gave
Kentucky & West Virginia authority
to make 151 rural ex-ensions, total-
ing 1,156 miles, to serve 7,108 adi-
tional farm homes in the 16 moun-
tain counties already served by the
utility. The project is estimated to
cost $2,085,508, and Is scheduled to
proceed as rapidly as priorifies can
be obtained.

R. E. Hodges, general manager of
Kentucky & West Virginia, testified
at the hearing that if the permit
were granted he proposed fo reduce
rural rates in the ageregate of $18,-
500 the first year and $£4.000 further
the second year.

Managers of the four co-opera-
tives testified they already had
projected plans to serve the territory
in issue, signed up customers, se-
cured rights-of-way easements and
applied for allotments to finance the
work as quickly as war developments
would allow.
