force in the Southwest Pacific.

Before joining the army July 1,
1941, Sgt. Fitzpatrick had graduated
from Garrett high school and owned
and operated his gasoline service
station. He received training as an
airplane mechanic at the AAF tech-
nical training school, San Antonio,
Texas, and the Douglas Afrcraft Fac-
tory schoo¢l in Long Beach, Cadlifor-
nia.
