Goodman said this had also rais­
ed the question of what constitutes 
delivery. The official OPA interpre­
tation is that unless otherwise pro­
vided in the regulation involved, 
goods have been delivered: (1) if 
they have been delivered to a car­
rier not owned or controlled by the 
seller for transmittal to the buyer, 
or (2) if the goods have been segre­
gated, identified and earmarked for 
the account of the buyer, and the 
risk of loss (as from fire, theft, 
etc.) has passed from seller to buyer 
tevidence of the segregation, iden­
tifying and earmarking for the ac­
cotmt of the buyer must be clear), or 
(3) if the buyer has actual physical 
possession of the goods. 

It was pointed out by Director 
Goodman that if a delivery as de­
scribed took place before the re­
sumption of price control at 12:01 
a.m., July 26, then later paymen t of 
the purchase price does not consti­
tute a violation. 

Mr. Goodman further u rged the 
trade, in considering questions re­
lating to delivery, to study care­
fully the regulations governing each 
particular commodity since the 
language respecting "deliveries" is 
not the same in all regulations.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
Q. Can one veteran have a loan 

guaranteed by the VA to buy or 
construct more than a single-fam­
ily home? 

A. Yes, but one veteran cam1ot 
get a G .I. loan for more than a four­
family home. If more than one vet­
eran is buying, then the basic four­
family home is allowed for the 
group and increased by one addi­
tional family unit for each veteran 
participating in the loan. Thus, two 
veterans can buy or build a six-fam­
ily home, ·three veterans a sev~·n­
family home, etc. 

Q. I am a veteran receiybg dis­
ability compensation. If I accept 
employment will my tompeiJSation 
be cut? 

A. No. Disabled veterans are en­
com·aged to work as long as it does 
not increase disability. Disability 
compensations are subject to change 
only as the disability itself changes. 

Q. I have just been discharged 
from the army. I'm thinking about 
going to college this fall , but I'm 
not sure what I want to do. Am I 
obligated to return to college if I 
apply for a certificate of eligibility 
from the VA? 

A. No. the VA urges all veterans 
starting school for the first time to 
apply for certificates of eligibility 
right now, so as to avoid delays 
later .. After securing your certificate 
of eligibility, you might consult the 
VA Guidance Center for advice as 
to what course it would be best for 
you tb pursue. 

Q. My husband, a veteran, needs 
hospitalization for a maligz:.?,nt 
condition. I understand the t.!:eat­
ment he needs can be gi'7en at 
Hines, Illinois. Can he be admitted 
there direct? 

A. Direct admil>sions for the 
treatment of malignant conditions 
are not made to Hines or other tu­
mor clinics unless they are those to 
which the applicant would l;lonnally 
be admitted. Admission is made to 
the nearest VA hospital, home or 
center with subsequent transfer to 
tumor clinics. 

Q. My son is a patient at a VA 
hospital. Can he ·buy cigarettes, 
candy and the like at the hospital? 

A. Yes. VA hospitals have a can­
teen service and such items may be 
purchased at a nasonable price. A 
cart sen·icc is maintained for non­
ambulatory patients.
