AMERICA CAN 
RIDE STORMS 
If People· Stay Awake 
And Unafraid, Vinson 
Says in Louisa Speech 
Louisa, Ky., Aug. 10-Chief Justive 

Fred M. Vinson declared today this 
ration "can ride through storms as 
long as the American people are 
awake and as lc.ng as there is no 
fear." 

Speaking from the steps of the 
buildir.g in which he was •born 57 
years ago, "a very tender spot" for 
Vinson, the Chief Justice dedicated 
the Vancouver Memor:al Marker, 
commemorating the first white · set­
tlement in this area. A crowd of 
about 500 was on hand fOr the oc­
casion, sponsored by the Daughters 
of the American Revolution who er­
ected the momument. 

The monument is across the street 
from the building, the home Of 
Louisa's American Legion post. At 
the time of Vinson's birth, the build­
ing was a ja:l and his father was the 
jailer. 

The Chief Justice related Lhat 
his grandfather, James Vir.son, had 
settled here is 1800, eleven. years af­
ter a group led by Charles Vancou­
ver establi.~hed a fort which took 
Vancouver's name. 

He said "Our forefathers had 
courage," and added that, then as 
now, "it does not pay t.o bs afraid." 

"We want nothing others have," 
Vinson asserted "but we are not go­
ing to permit our rights and liberti~s 
to be impinged upon by others." \ 

The Chief Justice described an 
optim;st as "one who can see a 
little light." 

"A pessimist," he said, "is one who 
comes along and puts out the light. 
I am an optimist." 

He added: 
"If there is a sedative g:ven the 

American people, something will 
happen, l>ut if the American people 
stay awake and do not snooze 
everything will be all right. 

"We will not permit the world 
to •be revolutionized. We, as a peo­
ple should not be material. It is our 
obligation to keep for our ch'.ldren 
the liberties that our parents did 
for us. Let us keep our aims high." 

Vinson was guest of honor last 
night at a dinner given by the W. 
0. Johnson Legion Post, of which he 
was first commander. In a br:ef ad­
dreo.~ he urged that the United 
States keep its armed forces "as 
strong as possible."
