of individuals; (4) That the text of
this resolution be caused to be pub-
lished through The Floyd County
Times and a copy of same be posted
at all times in each place where our
sports events are conducted; and,
finally (5) If there should be con-
tinued, pronounced disregard of this
appeal, legal resort shall be used to
eliminate such practice.
