AUG. 1 DEADLINE FOR TWO 
G.I. INSURANCE BENEFITS 

Although the time for reinstating 
lapsed Natim:al Service Life Insur­
ance has been extended to next Jan­
uary 1, Veterans Administration this 
week emphasized that Aug. 1, 1947 
still remains the deadline for apply­
ing for two other insurance bene­
fits. 

The first concerns veterans who 
may be entitled to waiVer of premium 
payments because of total disability 
existir g for six or more consecutive 
months. Waiver in such cases gen­
erally is made effective from the 
date the period of disability com­
met:ced, but not more than one year 
before VA's receipt of the insured's 
application for waiver. 

If application is ready by Aug. 1, 
however, and entitlement to waiver 
is established, it may be made effec­
tive from tht- beginning of the dis­
ability period as far back as Aug. 1, 
1941, and premiUJlls paid while the 
insured was totally disabled will be 
refunded. 

After 1:ext August 1, waiver of 
Pl'emiums paid more than a year 
from date of application will be 
granted only in special cases where 
it can be shown that the insured 
was unable to apply within the time 
limit. 

The other deadline affects bene­
ficiaries of deceased NSLI policy­
holders who, prior to death either 
in service or after discharge, became 
eligible for waiver of premiums but 
never applied. Such beneficiaries 
may claim refund of waived pre­
miums during the insured's total 
disability extending as far back as 
August, 1941, if application, with 
evidence of the it:sured ·s right to 
waiver, is made by August 1 of this 
year 

After that date, waiver normally 
will not be granted for any pre­
mium which was due over a year 
from the insured's death, and the 
beneficiary mus't apply within that 
time. Exception is made where the

TRI-STATE VETS REPAY 
$9,000,000 IN G.I. LOANS 

World War II veterat' s in Ohio, 
Michigan and Kentucky have repaid 
in full 2,297 loans amounting to 
$9,139,843 which they had borrowed 
for home, farm and business pur­
poses under the guaranty provisions 
Of the G.I. Bill, the Veterans Ad­
ministration tri-state branch office 
in Columbus, 0., reported recently. 

Repayments include: Ohio, 1,469 
loans amounting to '$6,447,137; Mich­
igan, 552 loans totaling $1,734,524; 
Kentucky, 276 loans for $958,182. 

Since inception of the G.I. loan 
program, :fmancial agencies have 
made more than 95,000 loans to vet­
erans in the three states. In Ohio, 
50,300 loans have aggregated more 
than $291,858,000. Michigan veterans 
have negotiated 35,300 loans total­
ing $185,555,000 In Kentucky, 9,600 
loans have been made in the amount 
of $46,400,000. Ninety-two per cent 
of the loans have been for homes.

AFTER TWO-YEAR RISE 

The number of World War II 
veterans enrolled in schools and 
colleges in Ohio, Michigan and Ken­
tucky declined sharply during June, 
marking the first time in two years 
that the steady increase in veteran 
enrollment has been checked, 

The Veterans Administration tri­
state Branch Office in Columbus, 0., 
this week reported 96,663 veterans 
were enrolled in Ohio on July 1 un­
der educational provisions of both 
the G.I. (Public Law 346) and the 
Vocational Rehabilitation Act for 
Disabled Veterans (Public Lll,w 16), 
compared with 108,067 veterans en­
rolled on June 1. In Michigan, the 
enrollment on July 1 was 76,450, 
compared with 85,349 on June 1. 
The veteran enrollment in Kentucky 
on July 1 totaled 23,462, compared 
with 27,598 ol\ June 1. 

Many of the veterans who have 
terminated their education for the 
summer months are expected to re- . 
sume tht1r studies in the fall, when 
VA anticipates a new all-time high 
in veteran enrollment. 

Despite the June decline in vet­
eran. attendance at schools and col-, 
leges, the number of veterans tak­
ing on-job training in the three 
states increased 3,314 during the 
month, totaling 76,504 on July 1, in-~ 
eluding 45,931 in Ohio, 19,665 in 
Michigan and 10,908 in Kentucky.
