3. Teachers wouldn't get the $10,-
500,000 they have requested even if 
a special session of the Legislature 
were called. 

4. He disapproves of any proposals 
to establish state wage floors under 
teachers' salaries. 

5. They should strive for profes­
sional improvement, especially in 
their leadership .
