| Of Standing Loss
With Association

High schools  of Prestonsburg,
Pikeville, Painisville and 126 other
Kentueky ‘towns have been warned
by the Southern Association of Sec-
ondary Schools and Colleges that,
unless they pay their teachers, be-
ginning with next September, an
average salary of not less than $2,000,
they will be dropped from the Asso-
ciation.

Raises already planned by the
Floyd County Board of Education,
which pays 65 per cent of Prestons-
purg high school teachers’ salaries,
together with what the City Board
of Education will appropriate extra,
are expected {o bring the salary ave-
rage here beyond the minimum' re-
guirements.

The Association also warned each
school that no member of its fac-
ulty-may be paid less than $1,600 a
Year.

The salary schedules of the three
Biz Sandy schools mentioned are al-
ready among the highest paid in the
18 distriets which levy the maximum
$1.50 tax rate but which are below
the minimum pay rate now estab-
lished.

The lowest salary paid any Pres-
tonsbureg teacher is $1,523, the ave-
rage is $1,627 and the highest is
$2025. Paintsville's figures, in the
same order, are $1,642, $1.775 and
$2.035; while Pikeville’s is $1,585,
| $1,805 and $2,500.
