Stamps and seals
help, but how about trying the busi=
ness men, the UM.W.A, railroad-
ers and the other unions. Then let's
try the ladies’ clubs—there's a pretty
sure shot. Then when you get some
money coming in, I see you still
have ecandidates left. When I was
there they were having a platform
of about every description, Why not
make them take back water on this
one? The Blue Grass should be pret-
ty well fixed up by now. I say, use
Floyd county money for Floyd coun=
ty people. Left Beaver Creek's coal
sales should be at least million
dollars a day. I wonder where the
state’s “divvy" is on that. Why not
let the state put up a nice part of
the capital? One nurse can't do very
much. Why not ask the state to
purchase a prison camp, or evén a
C.C. camp, and all the hospital
equipment. That’s just what the
state of Idaho has done. Of course,
they have a T.B. fund. There's so
much set aside for T.B. each year.-

For Floyd county, I would suggest
a portable x-ray to move from one
community to another and force the
people to meet it there, like the sher-
iff does in collecting taxes. Just tell
the people for me that there is none
immune to T.B. How do I know?
Just this—I am now right in the

middle of a T.B. hospital, where they |
have about 45 patients of different |

races, creeds, colors and ages, from
41 years old to 67 years, of both
sexes, some with no wealth, others
with plenty. Some have T.B. of the
lungs, others have it in the throat,
others in kidneys. Blood, flesh, mus~
cles, bowels, skin, bones. So you see
even the x-ray can't always tell
Blood and sputum tests fail often.

Tell the people that it all can be
cured, if they are not already dead,
by chest surgery. We have them here
in all stages, one who weighs 204
pounds, about 40 years old, the pic-
ture of health, but who can never
get well entirely, because he waited
too long. Folks, this one is a fact,
too. You won't believe that large,
wild game has T.B. No? Well, I can
prove this one. A friend of mine, a
Mr. Tuck, road foreman of engineers
for U.P. RR., went hunting this sea-
son. He and his partner got their
deer, big and nice. They hauled him
in to Pocatello, Idaho, then they
undressed Mr. Buck, and found him
a bit skinny, like myself. So they
called an official of the wildlife de~
partment and had the buck's lungs

TR tested. What do you think? You are

right—about 90 billion TB. bugs to
the square ineh. Mind you, that fel-
low could jump over a 12-foot bar-
rier or 30 feet in dead level, and
was raised in high gltitude.

About myself, vou guessed it—
right spang dab from Beaver Creek,
Gearheart, Ky., and I know them
all, I worked on trains on Left Bea-
ver around 20 years ago and I learn-
ed how to approach a candidate—
never let them approach you. Since
we are back to that, why not ask he
man you want for Governor to do
his stufl in getting & T.B. state hos-
pital in Floyd county, instead of
promising to change the moon or
lowering food prices?

T hape the people join you in your
fight on TB, also polio, cancer and
so on. I will be glad to give any per-
son information of TB surgery, Keep
the thing going. T will help all T can.

Between inspections, considerable
rock dust had been applied in:the
mine and a dust-tight housing had
been provided for an open-type elec~
tric motor in the tipple. To min-
fmize further any dust-explosion
dangers, the inspector advocated ad-
ditional rock-dusting where needed
and removal of all coal-dust accu-
mulations from the tipple.

Adhererice to the timbering stan-
dards, enough safety posts close to
each working face and suflicient
permanent t'mbers for protection
against roof falls, frequent roof=
testing by workers, and the removal
or suppert of all loose roof were
suggestions offered to increase tim=
bering safety.

Noteworthy <Tecent safety gains
also embraced rock dust for stem=
ming shot holes, re-railing devices
and a gong for each locomotive,
d'scontinuance of jumping c¢cn and
off moving cars and coupling them
by hand, guards for the trolley wires
at underground man-trip stations,
frame-grounds for mining machines
and hand-held electric drilis, and
suitable underground fire protec-
tion. Other recommendations called
for further precautions in storing
explosives and detonators, unob-
structed clearance along haulage
roads, several electrical safeguards,
and a ban on smoking in the mine.

In crediting the Princess Elkhorn
Coal Company’s 1,250-ton-a-day
Princess No. 2 mine, at Permele, near
David, with extensive recent safety
gains, a federal inspector also sug-
gests more effective coal-dust con-
trol, safer timbering practices and
several other precautionary mea-
sures. The development employed
170 men when re-examined in Au-
gust by Inspector Russell Shaw.

Recommending increased rock-
dusting in a number of specified
areas, Inspector Shaw also suggested
cleaning of coal-dust accumulations
from cne roadway and use of water
to allay coal dust during cutting and
loading operations. The inspector
also advised several timbering pre-
cautions, including setting of permas.
nent timbers closer to working faces
and wider use of safety posts in face
regions, prompt replacement of dis-
ledeged timbers, and removal or ef-
fective support of loose roof at a
number of active areas.

Safety improvements carried out
before and during the current in-
spection, Shaw revealed, embraced
preshift examinations for methane
(an explosive gas), end other haz-
ards, recording of weekly air mea-
suréements and gas examinations in
the returns and abandoned workings,

railing tools for the locomotives,
proyision of permissible trip lights,
elimination of a number of elec-
trical hazards, and maintenance of
adequate fire-fighting {facilities at
strategic points underground.

To help reinforee the many. safety
advances made recently at the
Kathryn Elkhorn Ceal Company's
Turner- A  mine; 4

effective coal-dust control and im-
proved timbering practices. The de-
velopment is near Drift, and it em~
ployed 97 men when re-vsited in
August by Inspector Leslie Johnson.

Suggesting that all working places
in the 1 and 2 west sections be rock-
dusted to within 80 feet of the faces,

of water to allay coal dust formed
during cutting operations.

The inspector proposed strict com=
pliance with the adopted timbering
standards requiring the setting of
permanent posts close to the work-
ing faces. Removal or effective sup-
port of loose roof along two haul-
ageways and instruction of employes

More than 30 recent safety gains
were cited in the report. They en-
compassed generally adequate venti-
lation, prompt closing of crosseuts,
installation of additional air-locks,
pre-shift examinations for explosive
gas and other hazards, setting of
safety posts close to all working
faces, use of permissible shot-firing
units only, ordering of employes to
give ample warning before firing
shots, correction of several elec-
trical hazards, discontinuance of
jumping on and off moving trips,
posting of escapeway-direction signs,
universal wearing of protective head-
gear, and a ban on using open-flame
lights underground.
