A. Yes, if you have a service-cor..­
nected disabiliLy and receive VA's 
approval first. 

Q. What papers should I bring 
with me when I apply for VA hos­
pitalization? 

A. Bring your honorable discharge 
certificate or a certified copy. If you 
already have been granted compen­
sation for a service-connected dis­
ability, all you need is your "C" 
number. 

Q. Will VA pay for the medical 
care of my dependents? 

A. No. Under existing laws, only 
veterans are eligible for VA hospital 
care. 

Q. Do I have a choice as to which 
hospital I will go? 

A. Generally, a veteran is assign­
ed to the hospital nearest his home. 
However, crowded conditions in cer­
tain hospitals, or the type of injury 
or disease suffered by the veteran 
and similar conditions might result 
in the veteran being assigned to a 
special center or hospital in another 
section of the country. 

Q. Can my relatives visit me while 
I am 1n the hospital? 

A. Yes. All VA hospitals' have 
special hours set aside each day for 
visitors, the same as civilian hos­
pitals. 

. Q. wm my disability compensa­
tion be taken away 1rom me if I am 
hospitalized in a VA hospital? 

A. If you are single, your com­
pensation will be pai(l. you in !ull 
for the first six months but, if your 
t:eatment or care extends beyond 
SIX months, your monthly benefit 
payment may not exceed 50 per­
cent of the regu.lar ;rate, or $30 per 
month, Whichever is the greatest. If 
the regular rate is $30 or less it 
will not be reduced. Upon disch~rge 
by VA you will receive a lump sum 
equal to the amount that was with­
held after the six-month period. If 
you have a. dependent or depen­
dents, your compensation payments 
will continue at the full rate for the 
e?tire period of your hospitaliza~ 
tion.

Success with Pike 
In Herrington Lake 
Reported by Division 

The little wall-eyed pike In Her­
rington Lake arc growing up. 

First repcrts on the survival of a 
great number of the approximately 
880,000 pike fry which were placed 
in the lake in May have been receiv­
ed by the Division of Game and Fish 
from fishermen in this body of 
water. They report that many of the 
small fish, new about four inches 
long, have been captured on worm­
baited hooks. The pike were released 
by the Division wiLh the belief that 
this cannibalistic fish, which is par­
ticularly fond of gizzard shad, 
would eliminate this species to a 
large degree thereby depriving the 
bass in the lake of an abundant 
food supply. 

The Division determined, &fter 
tests, that the lake con.tained plenty 
of bass but that they would not sub-

. cumb to the lures of fishermen sim­
ply because there was an over-supply 
of shad, in all sizes, on which they 
fed. By decreasing this source of 
food, the Division believes, the bass 

1 will again bite and the lake will re­
turn to its fermer stat'us as one of 
the best fishirg spots in the South. 

Catch'ng of the snrall pike in the 
lake has proved to the Division, Earl 
Wallace, director, explains, that the 
pike project is feasible. In a few 
years, when the pike are larger and 
their appet:te increases, they are ex­
pected to devour an immense num­
ber of shad and fishing in this lake 
should be improved by then, the di­
rectcr pointed out. 

Minor Clark, superintendent of 
fisheries !or the Division, announced 
that plans are UDder way by the 
Division to obtain muskellunge fish 
to be dtstr!buted in the lake this f.all. 
It is hoped that they, like the p1ke, 
wili. feed on the shad a~d bes1~es 
decreasing this type fish Will prov1de 
sport for fishermen. Also efforts are 
being made to secure a _num.ber of 
larger pike for dJSt~l bu tl<?n. m the 
lake this fall, Mr. Clark sa1d.
