Bankers and farmers walked over
the Rcberts acres and saw and
heard what had been done, in one
of a series of field days last week
sponsored by the Kentucky Bankers
Association, the TFederal Reserve
Banks of St. Louis and Cleveland
and the College of Agriculture.

LIFE SENTENCE
FOR YOUTH, 13

Pike County Boy
Believed Youngest
To Receive Penalty

Armed robbery invelving an auto-
mobile, a watech and $448 in cash
may soon start a Pike county bov on
an early start on a life prison sen-
fence.

The* youth, Crawford Casebolt, 13
years old, was prosecuted in the Pike
ciwcnit court after a juvenile court
hearing on a charge of the armed
robbery last July of Harcld E. Raob-
erts, of Virgie. The jury fixed his
penalty at life.

Cir~uit Judge R. Monrce Fields
will pronounce sentence at fhe end
of the circyit court term.

The boy is uelieved to be one of
the youngest percon anywhere ever
to face so stiff a penslty.

Casebolt: will be sentonced along
with two companions why pleaded
guilty to armed-robbery chargés and
will receive the same punishmen*.

The three were arrested in cou.
nection with the robbery of Harold
E Rcberts, 23, Virgie, Ky., last July.
The others are Homer Zimmerman,
19, and Mark Smith, 23. They and
Casebolt are from Ford's Branch.

~ Before his trial, young Casebolt
told Commonwealth’s Atiorney J.
A. Runyen he committed the ‘reb-
bery because he wanted to leave
home and reeded some money., He
said he stole the gun used in the
robbery from his parents.

Runyen said Roberts was driving
home from Pikeville when he stop-
ped to pick up Casebolt, who was
hitchhiking. Roberis reported the
others jumped from behind a bush
and robbed him at the peoint of a
gun. :

The vietim said he was stripped
of his clothes and forced fo run
away with a gun poinfed af him. He
reported the loss of his car, watch
and $4.48.

Runyon said Casebolt admitted
giving $1 to each of his friends and
keeping the remainder for himself.

In the course of the trial, Zimmer-
man testified that Casebolt wanted
to shoot the victim and was per-
suaded not to.

Runyon said the three fled to Vir-
ginia, then to Ohio and back to
Kentucky where they were cap-
tured.

As far as authorities knew, young
Casebolt had no previous record.

A life sentence is' the minimum
penalty for armed robbery in Ken-
tucky, as the death penalty can be
invoked.

N the courthouse here, stored in a
dank, rat-infested vault are legal
records among the oldest in Ken-

tucky.
_These old record books, the orig-
inal recordings of deeds dating hack
to the old land grants, even the
original marriage licenses of early
settlers and our main source of
knowledge of early court procedure,
are frayed, rat-nibbled, coming
apart, their yellowed leaves, though
little handled, falling to pieces.

tion extending from the Breaks o
Sandy to Maysville gradually dis-
solves, returns to dust because no
attempt is being made to preserve

Vit.

The County Clerk cannot prevent
this, Only the fiscal court can take
the action necessary to preservation
of these records. This can be accom=-
plished through building of a well=
ventilated and well-lighted storage
room or by careful transfer of the
records to a room of this type al-
ready built,

Floyd, the mother county of a
huge section of the state, has in its
possessicn the documentary history
of the section, records sought by
many residents of other states. But,
as in other matters, it in this in-
stance is lesing its heritage,

We Had Hoped for More

HE Beers-Heflin report published
by the Kentucky Agricultural
Experiment Station purports to

prescribe a remedy for the economic
ills of Eastern Kentucky.

The remedy, in short, is for the
patient to pull up stakes and run off
and leave the disease behind,

The study the authors of the re-
port made largely concerns itself
with  Breathitt county and those
parts of Knott and Perry which lie
in the Quicksand area. In that area
folks are multiplying, as folks will,
and are having trouble reaching the
modern living stardards of a few
other sections,

The suggestion that the area is
over-populated may have more
meaning than we' can see, but we
place little faith in this “run-away-
to-live-another-day” doctrine. It ia
true that the farming land of the
area cannol support its present pop-
ulation. But that statement hardly
belongs under the heading of news.
This section has never, since pioneer
days, been self-supporting in the
necessities of life—that is to say,
bread and meat and clothing. |

But those houses which dot the
Eastern Kentucky landscape, these
days, are not all farmhouses, not by
any means. In most of them dwell

who earn their living working in
lumber mills, in the gas fields or at
some other rather lucrative occupa-
tion. !

Not until the mines. are worked
out and the gas fields no longer pay
will moest of these residents of the
section consider moving, Those oth-
ers who own their farms and who
make their living from the soil may
be expected to stay where they are
rooted.

THE TIMES would have expected
more from a report such as this—
more of hope for the section and its
pecple. Suggestions for improving
the seil, for new crops, new farming
methods, new indusiries even. Plans
