He and his son rushed outside to
extinguish the flames and saw an
automobile being driven up the high-
way. Later, when the auto returned
and stopped nearby, with one of its
occupants inquiring what was the
trouble, Conn arrested the Boyds,
taking a revolver and some whiskey
from Ralph Boyd.

Sheriff Troy B, Sturgill said a
man's tracks ‘led from where the
automabile was parked at the road-
sde, out through a plowed field to
the slde of the Conn residence, and
that the same tracks followed that
route back to the car,

Mud scraped from shoes of the two

there is a street corner or

a country store in America

Highway Head Squelches
Rumor 9-Man Commission
To Be Restored in State

State Highway Commissioner Gar- |
rett L. Withers made {f plain
last week there will be 16 board of |
Highway Commissioners,

“And that’s the last time I want
to say anything about it,” he ad-
ded. He pointed out the General As-
sembly adjourned without setting
up a board and said Governor Eurle
Clements recently had told a group
in Lexington he did noft favor a
hoard,

The commissioner explained he
was setting out his position because
of reniewal of rumors that he
planned one. He said the decision fo
go back to the former nine highway |
districts, in place of seven during the
previous “sdministration, ,had nao
connection with any board.

Withers said tharv actually he and
engineersin his department believed
more than' nine districts would be
better. Helindicated that at some fu-
ture date the number might be in-
creased byidividing some of the nine
larger distriets. The public adminis-
tration seryice after its survey last
year recommended 15 districts.

“Our department engineers he-
lieve nine  district engineers can
know  bettér what roads to build
than seven eould,” Withers said.

Declaring, “I'm not going to build
any ‘political roads'” the commis-
cioner said the appointments of dis-
trict and assistant distriet engineers
were made on recommendation of a
group ©of engineers. They included
Mack Galbreath, head of the Frank-
fort office of the Federal Public
Roads Bureau, he added.

Withers said he expected to rely
on recommendations of his district
enginers, They are in the field, he
explained, and in position to know
what should be done.

‘Withers said the previous admin-
istration had contracted for half of
the work to be done this year with
federal aid. That left only approxi=~
mately $4,500,000 more in federal
funds for Kentucky to mateh until
Congress makes another grant, he
added. There has been talk that
Congress will not make another
grant in time for 1949, he said, but
so far nothing definite has heen
done. Kentucky has been getting
$9,000,000 annually from federal road
funds.

KENTUCKY
ON THE MARCH

By EWING GALLOWAY

During its recent session the Gen-
eral Assemibly passed and Governop
Clements signed many progressive
Pleces of legislation, but there were
‘Spendhappy mdments when public
‘money looked like something the
people didn't have to work for. The
most notable example was a $4,-
000,000 apprapriation for investigat-
ing the public school system of the
state by counties. After reading some
comment of mine on this appropria-
tion, in the Henderson Gleaner, A.
J. Lynn, head of a Louisville gudit-
ing firm which bears his name, sent
me this interesting letter:

At the very most, $300.000 would
have been a sufficient amount to
have audifed and examined all the
‘books from the educational point of
view of every one of the 120 pounties
“in the state,

“In November we made a thor-
bough audit of the financial vecords
0f the Harlan County Board of Ed-
‘weation for the year ending June
‘30, 1847. Our bill did not exceed
$800, the records were in good con-
‘ditlon, we checked all sources of in-
tome and made a fairly thoroush
‘examination of what went with the
‘money. Harlan county, as yeu know,

{perhaps has one of the largest school

‘budgets of any county in the state

| which amounted to slightly over

‘81,000,000 last year. 1
" “One more point in connection
with the Harlan county schools, an
boutfit from Chicago had ‘made a
survey down there which looked to
‘me to be for political smear pur-
\poses. Tt was superficial, facts were
‘incorrectly used and conclusions
‘drawn which were not warranted.
““The School of Education at the
University of Kentueky had made a
splendid survey during the year
which was very helpful, education-
ally speaking, and was of some as-
sistance to us on the financial side

The secret of good fly casting Hes
in the back east. According to Jason
Lucas, well-known authority on ang-
ling malters, the mastery of this
simple step is of utmost importance
in achieyving fly-casting competence,

Take & natural stance; with the
elbow hanging limply at the side—
where 1t Should remain in making
casts ‘of ordinary length—gripping
the rod with the thumb lyingz par-
allel with it,

After a. preliminary ecast, when
your rod is at a 45-degree angle or
half-way' between the water and
straight up; speed up smoothly and
without jerk, until the rod reaches
its maximum speed andistops sud-
denly when it is straight up over
sour head.

The simplest way to get this fight
every time is to try to: toss the line
straight up into the air over your
head. If yout do that, you will auto-
matically beégin the mevement in
time, and end it with the rod ver-
tical. Of course, the line does not go
straight up, but trylng to make if
do so will keep it high on the back
cast as it must be.

In actual practice, the rod does ga/|
back a triffe behind the verfical po-
sition. But the only way 'to keep it
from going too far back is'to &t
tempt to stop it -1t the vertical. Tf if
