Jurist Rules Cornett, 
Clarke Must Change 
Residences at Once 

With Tuesday's decision 
of Circuit Judge William B. 
Arde1·y, of Paris, in the r ec­
ords, one last-gasp stand be­
fore the Cour t of Appeals re­
mained this week as the only 
barrier to severance of Flovd 
and Knott counties as a judi­
cial district and a general re­
shuffling of counties in a re­
districting shake-up oYer 
this section. 

Judge Ardery ruled that 
the act of the General As­
sembly causing these chang­
es is constitutional. 

His ruling followed oral argu­
ments before him at P aris last week 
by Attys. Joe Hobscn and Bert T. 
Combs, of Prestonsburg, and Com­
monwealth's Attorney John Chris 
Cornett, of Hindman, assailing the 
act, and by a representative of the 
Attorney General's office defending 
the legislation. The decision wac; 
handed down in Franklin circuit 
court at Frankfort. 

The case will be taken to the 
Court of Appeals for final review, 
it was announced here a few hours 
after Judge Ardery's decision was 
made. 

The 1948 legislative act would 
cause these changes in certain 
Eastern Kentucky circuit court dis­
tricts:

TO VETERANS 

Taking advantage of the final 
month for easy reinstatement of 
National Service Life Insurance, 
which ended July 31, approximately 
24,500 World War U veterans in 
Ohio, Michigan and Kentucky re­
instated $144 million for a record­
breaking month. 

The totals included: Ohio, 12,000 
reinstatements totaling $69 million; 
Michigan, 9,500 reinstatements val­
ued at $57 mlllicn; Kentucky, 3,000 
reinstatements amounting to $18 
million. 

Although the easy reinstatement 
period is over for most veterans, 
those whose insurance has lapsed 
less than three months still can re­
instate without a physical examina­
tion, provided their health is as good 
as when their insurance lapsed. 

VA insurance officials said :tnost 
veterans now must pass a physical 
examination to reinstate either te1m 
or permanent plans of insurance. 

veterans Administration this week 
urged veterans who plan to attend 
college for the first time this fall 
under the G.I. Bill to apply imme­
diately for their certificate of eli­
gibility. A veteran may obtain an 
application form for education or 
training by writing or visiting any 
VA regional or sub-regional office. 

VA explained that when a school 
accepts a certificate of eligibility and 
forwards it to VA, it becomes the 
basis for payment of the veteran's 
tuition, fees and supplies to the 
school and the subsistence allowance 
to the veteran. 

world War n veterans with 90 
days of active service and a dis­
charge other than dishonorable are 
eligible to apply for education and 
training under the G.I. Bill. Those 
with less than 90 days of service are 
eligible if they were discharged for 
service-incurred disability. 

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
Q. If I apply for hospitalization, 

how long will I have to wait before 
I am admitted to a VA hospital? 

A. If you have a service-connected 
disability you do not have to wait 
to receive hospitalization. If your 
disability is non-service-connected 
but is an emergency, you are admit­
ted immediately. Non-service-con­
nected ailments that do not require 
emergency treatment have to wait 
until a bed is available, and the time 
'varies at each VA hospitaL Non-ser­
vice-connected veterans must sign 
statements that they cannot afford 
to pay for treatment elsewhere.
