The Floyd and Knott County Bar 
Associations are planning a suit at­
tacking the constitutionality of the 
re-districting bill enacted recently 
by the G€neral Assembly, severing 
the Floyd-Knott judicial district, it 
was said here this week. 

"There is noth ing yet on paper," 
one attorney said, "but there cer­
tainly will be a suit filed." 

Early consideration of the action 
contemplated an attack from these 
angles : 

I. The new distr ict composed of 
Knott and Magoffin counties does 
not have a population of 60,000 in 
violation of a section of t he Ken­
tucky Constitution which requires 
that judicial districts over the sta te 
shall average 60,000 population . The 
popula t ion of Knott and Magomn 
counties totals around 38,000. 

2. The amendment to the redis­
tricting bill providing that Com­
monwealth's Attorney J oh n Chris 
Cornett is not required to reside in 
the new 31st district (Floyd and 
Martin ) is contrary to the Consti­
tutional section requiring such of­

PILOT CHUTES 
FROM FIGHTER 

Plane Crashes Saturday 
In Johns Creek Hills ; 
Air Pocket Is Blamed 
One of a flight of five army fighter 

planes out of Lockbourne Air Base, 
Columbus, Ohio, or ashed near Van 
Lear during last Saturday morning's 
storm and its pilot, Lt. Harry T. 
Stewar t, Jr., colored, veteran of the 
Meditter anean war theater, para­
chuted to safety, escaping with 
minor injuries. 

The plane exploded upon striking 
the gronnd, strewing bits of wreck­
age over a wide area. Stewart alight­
ed in a t ree atop one of the highest 
hills of the J ohns Creek section, 
in th e vicinity of Van Lear, hung 
there unconscious and finally slid to 
the ground. He was found by a pass­
erby wh o bore him on horseback, a 
distance. of t hree miles, where he 
was met by a jeep 1n which the in­
jured fiyer was t aken to the Paints­
ville Clinic. 

It was said that Stewart's foot 
caught in the plane as he started to 
jump and that he contrived to kick 
free though injured as the fighter 
turned, upside down, out of control. 
The plane h it an air pocket over the 
hills, it was said, and its pilot de­
cided to jump when It had lost such 
altitude that a crash seemed in­
evitable.

Midway the second week of the 

coal mine shutdown, Floyd county 
was feeling the idle period not only 
in its economy but also in a cut­
down on accustomed conveniences. 

Curtailment of passenger train 
service became effective Monday, 
with Train No. 37 (downriver, morn­
ings) and No. 38 <upriver, evenings) 
eliminated on the Big Sandy divi­
sion. On Right and Left Beaver 
Creeks passenger train service was 
cut to three days a week-Mondays, 
Wednesdays and Fridays. 

In mining communities of the sec­
tion, the pinch in business became 
,slightly more than palpable. And 
yet the end is not in sight, although 
President Truman Tuesday set the 
Taft-Hartley labor law in motion to 
try to stop the walkout. 

He ordered a boafd of inquiry to 
get for him within 13 days the facts 
of the miners' pension dispute be­
tween John L. Lewis and the opera­
tors.

istratrix, in the death, almost three 
years ago, of her husban d, Henry 
Yates, in a suit filed in circuit court 
here Friday against the Chesapeake

ployer at the time of h is fatal in­
jury. 

The petition, filed by J. D. Har­
kins, Sr., Walter S. Harkins and J. 
D. Harkins, Jr., points out that 
Yates was injured on May 23, 1945 
while he and other rail company 
employes were unloading a heavy 
switch point from a railway car at 
Allen. His co-workers it was alleged, 
negligently and carelessly dropped 
the switch point, permitting its full 
weight t o fall on to Yates, crushing 
his abdomen.

Charges Lewis with attempts to thwart public law and violate contract 

The following is the record of a press conference on 
March 16 when Ezra Van Horn, one of the trustees of the 
so-called Miners' Welfare Fund, was interviewed by news­
papermen: 

_Q. Y?u don't propose to do any bargaining with Mr. 
Lewis until the other trustee is appointed? 

A. I am ready and willing to meet with Mr. Lewis at 
any time in an attempt to work out all of these matters per­
taining to the welfare fund. 

Q. Under the contract you have the right to go to court 
by yourself, don't you? 

A. I understand so. 
Q. Do you think you might do that if Mr. Lewis doesn't 

act within a reasonable time ? 
A. That may be true. 
Q. Have you approached Lewis personally since 

Friday? 
A. No, sir. 1 talked to him last, a week ago. 
,Q. You sought to have him agree to the third trustee at 

that time? 
A. That is right. 
Q. Can you tell us the name of any person you sug­

gested? 
A. No. I suggested several names. 
Q. Did he reject them? 

. A. He said l:fe would take the list under consideration. 
M!·. Van H_orn dwelt at some length on the eligibility 

proposition, saymg that was a highly controvel'sial point. He 
said Lewis insists all members of the United Mine Workers 
in good standing should be eligible regardless of whether 
they are employed by employers signatory to the 1947 
agreement, and he (Van Horn) insists that only employes 
of employers signatory to the ag-reement and who contribute 
to the welfare fund should be eligible. 

Q. Must the twenty yeal' period be continuous or may it 
be over several years? 

A. It may be over several years-not necessarily con­
tinuous. 
, Q. Have you proposed any alternative amount for the 

pension fund against Lewis' $100? 
A. No sir. 
Q. What is Lewis' attitude with regard to going to 

court? 
A. He insists this is not a matter that should go to court. 
Q. Are you willing to say how much longer you will wait 

before going to court? 
A. No sir. 
Q. Ilo~v much money is in the 1947 fund at this time? 
A. A little over thirty million dollars. 
Q. Has anything been done toward merging the two 

funds? 
A. No, 1~othing has been done. It has been discussed a 

great many time~ hut nothing has been done regarding it. 
Q. Is 1t considered possible to do it? 

. A. :rhere is always some question as to the procedure 
m mergmg funds of that kind. 

Q. Why isn't this fund invested? 
A. Mr. Lewis has refused to invest the money. 
Q. Have you suggested that it be done? 
A. Yes sir. · 
Q. What is the reason for his refusal? , 
A. !he only reason he has given me is that he could not 

legally mvest the money until the fund h.ad become acti­
vated. 

Q. Doesn'.t that seem spurious? 
A. Well, 1t dotsn't seem to be the consensus. 
Q. What did Murray think? 
A. Murray thought the funds could be invested 
Q. Couldn't you two have agreed to invest it? . 
A. It never came to a vote. 
Q. Did anything come to a vote? 
A. There were some things-routine matters-that 

were vo~.d upon, on which the vote was unanimous. 
Q . ...,mce September, when Lewis made the first pro­

posal for $100 per month, the whole thing has held on dead 
center because of the eligibility matter is that right? 

A. That is right. ' 
Q . How about the Burke resolution? 
A. That res~lution was that the money was to be paid 

to all UMW A mme workers. The basis that 've discussed 
was as to the proposal for $100 per month, at sixty years of 
age, and after twenty years of service in and around the 
mines. 
. Q. Mr. Murray proposed a resolution which was not sat­
Isfactory to Mr. Lewis, that it was not on an actuarial basis­
in general what were its terms'? 

A. l don't just recall what it called for. It applied to 
employes of the employers and to some of the other men. 

Q. Wa::; it satisfactory to you?. 

A. No, it was not satisfacto:ty to me because it referred 
_ to some employes who are not employes of the employers. 

It is my belief that there are some 336,000 men who are em­
ployes of employers under the 1947 wage agTeement. Of 
that number about 81/2 per cent will become 60 years of age 
or older in the year 1948. If you take 81/2 per cent of 336,000 
and multiply it by 1200, you would have the number of dol­
lars that could be paid out during 1948 - that would be 
roughly $33,600,000. Bear in mind under the contract there 
are other benefits to be paid to the mine workers, such as 
hospitalization, death benefits, disability payments, etc. 

Q. Could the welfare fund afford a pension? 
A. It could afford a pension of some kind but not of this 

proportion. It must also be borne in mind that the only con­
tract in the industry is one running up until June 30, 1948.

The following letter was addressed March 16 by Mr. 
Van Horn to John L. Lewis, the other trustee of the Welfare 
Fund: 
Dear Mr. Lewis: 

As a result of your, letter to all members of the United 
Mine Workers, given widespread publicity on March 12, 
and a press conference held on that date, I have addressed 
a letter to those signatories to the 1947 Wage Agt·eement of 
whom I have a record and to the beneficiaries of the Welfare 
Fund outlining the factual situation pertaining to said fund 
and the reasons why said fund has not been activated. A 
copy of said letter is enclosed. 

You are Chairman of the Board of Trustees of this Fund 
and as such Chairman and Trustee you have made impossi­
ble the establishment of a program under such \Velfare 
Fund by your actions, among which are the following: 

1. You have insisted on disregarding the Labor-Man­
agement Relations Act, 1947, by demanding that persons not 
entitled or eligible for benefits be paid benefits. 

2. Dm·ing the year 1947 you were absent from \Vash­
ington for many weeks and no meetings were held during 
your absence. 

3. On January 31, 1948, Mr. Murray's resignation as 
Trustee was accepted. I promptly submitted to you a list of 
suggested persons to serve as a successor Trustee, and you 
advised me that you would take this list under consideration. 
Thereupon you went on a vacation and for many weeks your 
office would not disclose your whereabouts; even though I 
called y.our office many times requesting you to call me, you 
did not respond to such requests, and to date you have not 

. suggested a single name for the successor neutral Trustee. 
4. I have repeatedly requested that you supply to me, in 

my position as one of the Trustees of this Fund, a complete 
list of names of the signatories to the Contract, so that I may 
know the companies which have employes who are entitled 
to benefits of the Fund. You have adamantly refused me 
this information. 

5. In.1947 the Trustees employed a firm of actuaries to 
make an actuarial study and report to be used by them for 
the establishment of a program of pensions under the Wel­
fare Fund. This firm of actuaries submitted their report on 
November 17, 1947. You did not like the facts 1·eported 
therein, therefore you caused the termination of their em­
ployment and ignored their report. 

6. The report of said actuaries did not substantiate your 
position. You then secured an additional study from the So­
cial Security Board of the United States Government. Such 
report was submitted to the Trustees and for all practical 
purposes contained the same conclusions as those of the ac­
tuaries employed by the Trustees and you have insisted on 
ignoring both reports because they do not substantiate your 
position. 

7. 1 have caused an accurate age im·entory of tho. e em­
ployed in and about the coal mines to be made from the em­
ployes' Social Security records and ha\'e secured this infor­
mation from signatories to the Agreement, which covers 
more than 82 per cent of the industry, so that there is now 
a\·ailable sound actuarial data for the establishment of a 
program under the \Velfare Fund. You refuse to give any 
consideration to this study. 

8. You refused to agree upon a third Trustee. I now re­
quest you, in accordance with the \Vage AgTeement to join 
with me in an application to the District Court of th~ United 
States for the District of Columbia fo1· the appointment of a 
neutral Trustee. Failing to !1ea,r faYorably from you 011 or 
before March 19, 1948, I Will feel free to take such action 
as I deem appropriate without your joinder.

Man Who Built First 
Bridge Here, Founded 
Banks, Succumbs Mar. 1 i 

Fon Rogers, who with the late W. 
H. May built in 1907 the first bridge 
to span the Big Sandy river here, 
died in a Lexington hospital March 
14 at the age of 75 after a long ill­
ness. 

Mr. Rogers is sur\·ived by his 
widow, daughters, Mrs. Donald P. 
Layne of Long Beach, Calif., and 
Mrs. T. C. Endicott, Jr., of Lexing­
ton, Mrs. M. D. Ganed, of Ashland, 
and a son, Lon B. Rogers, of Pike­
ville. A sister, Mrs. John Blanken­
ship, Beaver Dam, Ky., also sur­
vives. 

In 1903 Mr. Rogers organized 
banks, at Greensburg, Manchester, 
Hyden and Hindman and the same 
year founded the Pikeville National 
Bank. · 

In 1907 after organizing the Pres­
tonsburg Bridge Company, Rogers 
became interested in a mine in Pike 
county. Coal from the Marrowbone 
Elkhorn seam proved suitable for 
coke and he established a coking 
plant at Coaldale, selling it in 1916. 

Later he and his brothers, Lon 
and Jim Rogers, operated mines in 
Pike and Muhlenberg counties. He 
held extensive coal properties in 
McDowell and Buchanan counties, 
W. Va., and real estate in Mingo 
county, W. Va. 

Funeral services for Mr. Rogers 
were held at the Lexington resi­
dence.

KENTUCKY 
ON THE MARCH 

By EWING GALLOWAY 

There are two general classifica­
tions for letters and newspaper 
clippings coming to me in response 
to my state-wide request for stories 
of community bettennent projects 
"realized or definitely planned" in 
the last two or three years-the 
windy and the meaty. 

The windy writer usually substi­
tutes glittering rhetoric for concrete 
facts. For example: "Our county is 
smiled upon by Divine Providence. 
It has an untold wealth of mineral 
deposits, magnificent forests, an un­
dulating arable acreage that lends 
its fertility to the production of ag­
ricultural wealth." Some letters go 
on in this same vein for a thousand 
words. They substitute high-sound­
ing words for concrete facts. 

All of the community progress ma­
terial used in this column thus far 
has been well-written, and there is 
a lot more good stuff to come. 

The best example of strictly meaty 
writing is from an annual report of 
G. H. Karnes, agricultural agent in 
Marion county, printed in the Leba­
non Enterprise and sent to me by 
Editor Oliver Kelly. Mr. Karnes' 
handling of facts may make you 
wonder if he wasn't a good newspa­
per reporter before he started teach­
ing better farming. 

Here are some brief paragraphs 
from his report: 

"The agent spent 147lh days in 
the county, 137'/, days in the office. 
He made 536 farm visits, conducted 
139 meetings which were attended 
by 6,150 people and traveled 9,162 
miles in the performance of his du­
ties. There have been distributed 
through his office 35,645 bulletins 
and circulars. One hundred twenty 
circular letters, totaling 34,500 cop­
ies, have been malled. 

"In specific projects, 43 people 
were entered in the Corn Derby, 29 
of whom completed their records. 
The agent has long advocated the 
use of rot-resistant tobacco, tobacco 
plant bed treatments, the use of 
artificial heat in the curing of to­
bacco and the sowing of legume 
oover crops. 

"A survey of the dealers in Ma­
rion county indicates that 97 per­
cent of the farmers in the county 
are using rot-resistant tobacco, and 
that at least 770 plant beds were 
treated for prevention of disease. 
Coke dealers report 11 carloads of 
coke sold for use in the curing of 
tobaco. Over 44,500 pounds of vetch 
seed were sold in the county."
