RABBITS CAN BE DANGEROUS ANIMALS

As the huniing season opened
Saturday, the State Department of
heplth warned hunters and their
families {hey may be cxposed fto the
very real danger of tularemia, “The
hecessity of acquainfing the people
Of the state withithe seriousness of
this disease, and of providing them
With information about methods of
Prévent'ng it cannot be overemph-
aslzed,” said Dr, Bruce Underwood,
State Health Commissioner.

Dr. Underwood pointed out that:
Tularemia, also known as “rabbit
fever,” appears most often in Ken-
tucky during the hunting season.
This, together with'the fact that do-
mestic rabbits have not been known
t0 be .a source of infection, would

is oredit: Seem to indicate that the person’

most frequently exposed is the hunt-
€rior the member of his family who
eleans the rabbits he kills, Since
more cases are reported among

‘Women than among men, we may

infer that infection most often oc-
curs in the cleaning and dressing
of the carcass in preparation for
cooking. The blood of the diseased
animal contains germs which enter
the human body through small
serafches or cuts on or about the
hands. Less frequently, the germs
may gain entry to the bloodstream
by way of the mouth when poorly
cooked meat of infected rabbits is
eaten. For this reason it is abso-
bely necessary that the meat be
