Brownsville Man Named
At State Convention
Held at Paintsuville

Nesbitt Alexander, of Brownsville,
was elected state commander of the
Disabled American Veterans Satur-
day, succeeding James M. Howard,
of Liouisville, at the DAV state con-
vention at Paintsville.

W. K. Vice, of Paintsyille, moved
up to senior vice-commander from
the position of junior vice-commans-
der, and McCoy Cochran, of Ash-
land, was named to replace Vice.

More than 200 delegates from
throughout the state attended the
three-day meeting.

New officers were installed Satur-
day night preceding a dance at the
Paintsville country Club. Assistant
National Adjutant John Peignery of
Washington, conducted the installa-
tion ceremonies,

DAV delegates joined Monday with
the Paintsville American Legion
Post in a Memorial Day observance,
The convention closed with an ex-
ecutive committee meeting.

Among resolutions adopted was
one calling for all World War II vet-
erans disabled as much as 10 per
cent to receive compensation for de-
pendents, Officlals said that such
legislation is now pending in Con-
Eress.

The convention also approved a
regolution for pensions for all wid-
ows of all World War II veterans
regardless of whether they had ser-
vice-connected disabilities or not.

Other officers elected included:
Edward A. Gafford, of Louisville;
adjutant; J. Harry Stamper, Lex-
ington, judge advocate; George Hen=
derson, of Liberty, chief of sfaff;
and A. M. Longmire, Frankfort, leg-
islative chairman.

Mrs. Mary TFord, Louisville was
elected president of the DAV Auxil-
iary.

Thomas A. Duggan, Morehead,
state commander of the Veterans of
Foreign ‘Wars, one of the convention
speakers, urged an all-out member-
ship drive by all veterans groups to
combat what he described as under-
mining efforts of anti-G.I. forces.

The V.F.W. head said, “it is the
duty of each of us, regardless of
which organization we might be af-
filiated with, to get into our ranks
thousands who are not at this mo-
ment members."”

He said strengthening veteran
ranks would help fight “certain anti-
veteran groups . . . who are doing
their utmost to undermine our very
existence,” He added that large
membership is also needed to protect
gains made in Congress in veterans
legislation.

Representative Carl D, Perkins, of
the Seventh Kentucky distriet, dis-
cussed Congressional bills: appiymg
to disabled veterans and urged sup-
port of the Big Sandy canalization
movement.

Vivian D. Corbly, Cincinnati, m-
tional head of the D.AV., urged del-
egates o help save the US! rehab-
ilitation program.

He said there is an urgent need to
work for an improved program for
the disabled veterans. He tited a ye-
| cent slashing of 16,000 Veterans Ad-
ministration hospital beds and sai&
a united organization is neceasary to
avert further slashes. !

“Every disabled war veteran must
remember,” Corbly said, “thai ‘the
benefits they are receiyving tod;y_
whether compensation. or pension or

medical treatment are being serfous-
ly threatened.

“Only by econstant vigilance and
active support of the INAN. pro-
gram will be be able to protect them,
By active support, I mean through
| membership in the Disabled Amer-
jcan Veterans.”

Corbly said before the recent war
there there was only one bed in a
V.A. hospital for every 45 yeterans.
That average has been reduced, he
said, to one bed for every 150 vet-
erans.
