There was no law, not even a
|grand jury in Floyd county for four
| years, and men now seized opportu-
nity to wreak private vengeance,
One of the most noted, although it
oceurred in Pike county, just below
Pikeville, can be recounted as an
example of this private vengeance.
Judge Willlam Cecil, of Pike county,
had jailed a man and as Pikeville
was being occupied by Union troops,
the judge fled, He was overtaken by
the man he had sentenced and was
shot down.

Bands of men roamed over the

country seizing what they listed—
hogs, cattle and personal property of
all kinds, ofttimes stripping the
clothes from the backs of their un-
fortunate victims whom they as
often as not left wounded or dead.
Life was cheap and no one was safe.|
| Military occupation would have been
| far better than this, for then life un-
der the military would have had
some semblance of security, As it
was, the mountains held no great
strategic advantage for either side
and neither the Confederacy nor the
Union sought to seize the Big Sandy
in any serious way until late in the
war. 1t was left to the mercies of
the butchering gangs of guerrillas
from both sides.
\ Through all of this storm the fam-
fly of “Wash™ as he was called,
lived a life of fear. Bands of guer-
rillas came and took their toll of
plunder—Ilivestock, articles of house-
hold and camping necessity, and
went their way. Strangely enough,
they murdered no member of the
family.

More than often the head of the
house would be on the farm work-
ing in some nearby field when the
pillagers came and he would flee to
the security of a nearby thicket for
safety while he watched his stock
being driven off. His wife, who was
Phoebe Alice Sellards, daughter of
John Sellards who was mentioned in
the preceding article of this series,
owned a fine coal-black mare. The
mare was named “Nigger” and was
pastured in a large bottom which
ever afterward was called the Nigger
Pasture. One day the thieves came
and as luck and negligence would
have it, Nigger was in the barn, The |
leader, who must yet remain name-
less, out of respect for his descen-
dants who are scattered over Pike
county, went to the barn, bridled
the mare and rode away. Years later,
when the war was over, and the
members of these roving bands had
settled down and were attempting
to gain some semblance of respec-
tibility in a society where there was
law and order, this leader turned to
horse-swapping for a living. There
was about this time a large-scale
religious gathering and on the out-
skirts of the crowd the erstwhile
thief was trying to trade horses
with a friend. The friend had some
doubts about the soundness of the
horse of this man whom he knew to
be a worthless scoundrel,

Along came “Aunt Phoebe,” as she
was called by her many friends, and
as she passed she was called upon by
the man who had stolen Nigger to
verify that his horse was a sound
and good animal. Now the horse
had once upon a time belonged to a
neighbor of Phoebe and as farm
folk were wont ‘to discuss good
horses she knew of the horse. Look-
ing the man in the eye, and there
in the presence of a score of Wit~
nesses, said: ‘It is just as sound but
not near as good as the black mare
you stole from me when the war
was on.” Then she passed on, leaving
the man speechless with rage and
the spectotors convulsed with laugh-
ter.

The “bushwhackers” never caught
up with Harvey or “Wash.” Tt paid
him well, for both sides sought to
sejze him. Too many men who, like
him, desired to remain neutral, were
carried off and their fate left to the
fancy of storytellers to make the
idea of being seized anything but
comforting.

Once the pillagers, or “bushwhack-
ers” as they were called, came when
he was away. Jane, a daughter, now
in her ‘teens, had a few days pre-
viously made or bought a new dress
and for its day it was an enviable
frock. It hung upon a rack upon
the wall and when one of the gang

by the father of his growing family
was small, for the gangs traveled in
sufficient numbers to resist capture
from the scattered settlers and the
best policy was to slip quletly out of
sight when they were around and
allow them to carry off what they
wanted, only watching and praying
that no harm would come to the
women of the home. It was usually
a rifle bullet in the body of a guer-
rilla who lay hands upon any woman
—a  ball fired from ambush by a
watching father. Yet this type of
resistance usually terminated in a
bloody assault upon the family by
the infuriated beasts. But a merciful
providence must have watched over
the women in this household as they
survived without attack.

Night raids were the dread of the
families of the hills as the men were
usually at home and the probahili-
ties were slim that they would not
be captured and butchered for the
least excuse in cold blood. There are
stories, too, of men captured by
the gangs, ostensibly seeking reeruits
for the Confederate or Union army
and made to walk scores of miles
before they were freed to find their
way bome. But these tales of mercy
and leniency are few.

The Battle of Ivy Mountain
brought the horrors of war close to
Wash and his family as they had
personal contact with the casualties,
The Union troops under General
William Nelson defeated a force of
Confederates attached to the com-
mand of General Humphrey Mar-
shall. On the Confederate side was
the 5th Kentucky Infantry and my
grandfather, Hezekiah Scalf, a pri-
vate in this regiment, relates how
the battle was fought and “how the
Rebels ran.” Capt. May sat upon his
horse upon a slight rise and turning
to his troops said: “Don't fire until
you hear my pistol’ crack.”

The battle was of short durafion
as the Confederates were outnum-
bered and outmaneuvered, The Fed-
erals were upon the point of execut-
ing a successful flanking attack to
bring them to the rear of the Con-
federates when, seeing this, Captain
May ordered a retreat.

Later, General James A. Garfield
swept the valley of Confederates.
Capturing Louisa, he advanced upon
Prestonsburg. A battle was fought at
Middle Creek which resulted in a
Union victory. Later, he occupled
Pikeville.

But these military operations had
little effect in securing life and prop-
erty in the valley as the military
made no serious effort to stabilize
law and order. The people of the
valley lived in terror—some died,
vietims of anarchy and disorder, but
others survived and of those who
survived was Harvey Washington
Stratton. He lived to be very old,
dying after the turn of the twen-
tieth century.
