23 Seniors Are Enrolled 
At Garrett High School; 
Control Car Furnished 
The first driver-training course 

to be instituted in a Floyd county 
school began with the second semes­
ter at Garrett Consolidated School 
and has proved so popular that Gar­
rett townspeople have sought en­
trance to the class, Charles Clarke, 
principal, said last week. 

The Garrett school is thus being 
used as a proving group,. with the 
idea of driver-training in the inter­
est of safety being undertaken in 
the schools on a countywide basis. 

Mr. Clarke himself is acting as in­
structor in the Garrett course and 
has 23 seniors enrolled. The course, 
a senior elective, earns the student 
one-half credit for the semester. A 
control car, supplied by the Ford 
Motor Company through the Cooley 
Motor company here is used in the 
training of the student-drivers, and 
is equipped with dual controls. 

First part of the course is a study 
of the theory of driving from a text­
book furnished by the American 
Automobile Association and covers 
care of the motor vehicle used.

Teacher Requirements 
Established By State 
Named By School Head 

Regulations released by the State 
Departmen~ of Education, Coun­
ty Superintendent Palmer L. 
Hall announced last week, provide 
that six semester hours of college 
training wlll be required to reinstate 
or renew any elementary or high 
school emergency certificate. This 
work shall be done in residence or 
workshop. 

Teachers entering the profession 
will be required to have 32 semester 
hours' college credit for an elemen­
tary permit or be a graduate of a 
standard college to get a high school 
permit. 

Teachers who can meet these re­
quirements may be employed by the 
Board of Education prior to the 
opening of the first summer term on 
the condition that they earn neces­
sary credits before the opening of 
the school term for positions which 
cannot be tilled by qualified teach­
ers by that time. 

All teachers who expect to teach 
next year on an emergency permit 
should plan to do at least one sum­
mer term, Mr. Hall said. It is not yet 
certain whether a workshop can be 
held in Floyd county this summer, 
but it is hoped this can be ascer­
t~ined in time for teachers to make 
their plans, he added.
