'BLANKET' OFF 
FOR FLOYD-CO. 
Says State Tax Group 
Approving Assessment 
Of County's Property 
There will be no "blanket" raise 

of Floyd county property assess­
ments this year, it became certain 
this week as the State Tax Commis­
sion approved the final recapitula· 
tion of the county'~ assessment fig-
ures. 

The assessment total of $18,350,127 
stood unchanged. Tax Commissioner 
Clive Akers was told Floyd county's 
assessment job ranked third among 
the state's 120 counties. 

From this assessment the state 
will receive taxes amounting to $40,-
553. Floyd county will receive $108,· 
899.26, exclusive of franchise taxes 
which are more than twice the in­
come on property taxation, Mr. Ak­
ers said. The county school system, 
on the basis of property assessment 
figures, will receive $272,428, plus 
more than that from franchise taxes.

Neighboring Magoffin county cur­
rently is suffering from one of the 
worst crime waves in its history, The 
Salyersville Independent reported 
last week in pointing to the murder 
of a man and the wounding of his 
wife several weeks ago, and the slay­
ing, two weeks ago, of a woman at 
Carver and the stabbing of a man 
on the streets of Salyersville. 

Mrs. Chloe Murrell died, May 8, at 
Carver on oakley Creek• from the 
effects of a beating allegedly admin­
istered by one of two youths with 
whom she was a passenger in an 
automobile. A widow and the mother 
of several children, she was a niece

Henry Howard and Roy Wat­
son were jailed in the woman's death 
but later released on bond. 

The situation evoked an editorial 
blast from Albert K. Moore, editor of 
The Independent at Salyersville, who 
declared, "Lawlessness is rampant in 
Magoffin county" and blamed of­
ficers for failing to do their duty. 
Wrote Mr. Moore, in part: 

"It is not our purpose, nor is it 
our desire to try to pu t our finger 
on the individual officers responsible 
for the deplorable condition of our 
county. I n fact, !We believe that there 
is no on e individual officer who 

~~~~ should be charged with h aving caus­
ed or contributed to t h at condition. 
But something, somewh ere, is rad· 
ically wrong when the officers we 
elect and appoint for th e purpose of 
giving us protection f rom the law­
less element, fail so miserably in 
carrying out that obligation. The 
failure begins, in our opinion, with 
the "blind side" turned to the boot­
leggers of our town and county.

ESTILL BLAZE 
LOSS, $50,000 
Tuesday Morning Fire 
Razes Central Service 
And Neighboring Home 
Fire, which destroyed the Central 

Service store and a neighboring resi­
dence caused damage estimated at 
$50,0(}() at Estill early Tuesday morn­
ing. 

The blaze, believed to have had its 
origin in faulty wiring inside the 
store, raged for an hour and a half, 
consuming the Central Service and 
its heavy supply of furniture, appli­
ances. hardware and groceries. F ur­
niture from th e nearby Mosey John­
son store building, occupied at the 
time by his brother-in-law, Walter 
Owens, and family, was saved. 

The Central Service loss was only 
partially insured, Richard Vinson, 
co-owner with Fred Fraley, said this 
week. The owners were in Hunting­
ton, W. Va., at the time of the fire. 
They said contents of the store safe, 
including all accounts, were saved. 

The fire was discovered at 1:30 a. 
m. The nearby Wayland fire de­
partment was summoned, but spread 
of the flames was so rapid firefight­
ers were powerless to save either 
building. 

The store building was a 60x80-ft. 
frame structure. One department 
housed a self-service grocery, with 
furniture, refrigerators, oth er appli­
ances and hardware occupying the 
remainder of the building. 

The store structure was owned by 
Ballard Hopkins, and had been occu­
pied by Fraley and Vinson for three 
years.

HEARINGS ON 
Bin Would Near-Double 
Funds for State· Schools; 
Farley, Others Testify 
Federal aid to education, already 

approved in the Senate and now 
facing House hearings, will almost 
double funds for Kentucky's schools, 
it was estimated here this week. 

If the House concurs in the Senate 
action providing $300,000,000 a year 
to schools, .the result would be $16,· 
000,000 added to the $19,000,000 fund 
now available through state sources 
only.

erator, died, a victim of a heart ail­
ment of several years' duration , a t 
12:15 a.m., Friday at his home at 
Dancer, near here. 

The illness forced his retirement 
from active business in August, 1948. 
He held an interest in the Sandy 
Valley Coal Company, Water Gap, 
and had been vice-!president of the 
firm since its reorganization in 1933. 

A native of Virginia, he was a son 
of the late W. D. and Martha Bowl· 
ling Rorrer. He came to this county 
41 years ago.

at the nether end of the commu­
nity. 

At the same time the Council au­
thor ized City .l),ttorney J oe Hobson 
to negotiate with highway officials 
toward conveying to the state 'Broad­
way, that portion o.r the Mayo Trail 
inside the present corporate limits, 
in return for main tenance and im­
provement of the h ighway at state 
expense. 

T he annexation movement !Was 
started two years ago but !Was not 
carr ied out, largely because engineer ­
ing help was unavailable at the 
time. 
If the city limits are extended t o 

proposed boundaries, population of 
Prestonsburg proper would be in­
creased heavily. The town would in ­
clude the Porter Addition, th e new 
Richmond and Arnold-Spradlin Ad­
dition and all the newly-developed 
~ection at the upper limits of the 
town. These sections now have city 
gas and water service, it was pointed 
out at the meeting. 

Given title to Broadway, the state, 
it was said, not only will · maintain 
the thoroughfare but may widen it 
wherever possible and take necessary 
steps to give the highway in the 
upper part af PrestonSburg a perma­
nent surface.

OSBORN HALL AT FORT KNOX DEDICATED 
AS MEMORIAL TO FLOYD BATTLE VICTIM 

Mr. and Mrs. W. E. CBelve) Os· 
born, of Eastern, have received no­
tice from the Fort Knox Memorial­
ization Board that one of the build­
ings at Fort Knox has been named 
Osborn Hall in honor of their son, 
S/Sgt. Herman L. Osborn, who lost 
his life in Belgium, Dec. 30, 1944, in 
the Battle of the Bulge. It was at 
Fort Knox th at Sgt. OSborn received 
his basic training after enlisting 
July 17, 1940. 

He was with the 94th Armored 
Field Artillery Battalion which land­
ed at Utah Beach, Normandy, 
France, on July 11, 1944. Five days 
later at Sainteny he distinguished 
himself in battle and :was awarded 

the Silver Star. 
A little over a month later, on Au­

gust 25, 1944, in an attack on the 
cityvf Troyes, France, in !bitter fight­
ing, he was wounded, and his two 
companions killed by machine gun 
fire wh ile they were accompanying 
the attack in a Battery B observer 
"peep." He was th en recommen ded 
for a battlefield commission. 

On December 30, 1944, he was kill­
ed by an enemy shell While fighting 
in the corridor into Bastogne, Bel­
gium. His body was returned to this 
countrx and funeral services were 
held at Maytown high school, last 
Jan . 6, followed by burial at East-
ern.

Talks Scheduled

Consol's Hendrix Mine 
At Letcher Rail's End 
Starts Shipping Coal 
The one mine in the United States 

which, in all probability, will never 
lose a day's work because of car 
shortages has begun shipping coal 
from the Letcher county terminal of 
the Chesapeake & Ohio Railway 
Company's 22-mile branch driven 
through Knott county to Letch er 
from Wayland in this county. 

The mine, that of the Pittsburgh 
OOnsolidation Coal Company at 
Deane, Letcher county, is well-fixed 
for the futut e in the matter of cars 
because both the C. & 0 . and the 
L. & N. railway systems have branch 
lines ending at the tipple location, 
and the competition for shipping 
from the operation may be keen. 

Coal now being shipped via Way­
land and down the Big Sandy is 
mine-run output. 

Scheduled for completion in Sep­
tember is the company's big prep­
aration plant at Deane, which will 
have a capacity of approximately 
4,000 tons daily on a three-shift 
basis. 

The opening now in operation has 
been named the Hendrix mine, in 
honor of Arthur Ray Hendr ix, Con­
sol's first employe to lose h is life in 
World War II. The cut in the first 
opening was made April 22. 

T he contour meth od of mining, as 
well as deep operations, will be em· 
ployed.

The 
python apparently slithered beneath 
the cot and on through· the door 
while the youngster slumbered.
