Its vaults are unique in Ireland, if 
not in the world for bodies interred 
Lhere do not de~ompose. This phe­
nomenen is nGt supernatural but is

The vaults are also bone-dry. 
Some years ago, a wreath of flowers 
was laid on a coffin and the wood­
work began to rot. 

When the withered flowers were 
removed, the drying process began 
again but only after a certain 
amount of damage had been done. 
No flowers have entered the vault 
since that time. 

The ordinary U -saped oar lo()k 
has simplicity to reconunend it. The 
locks can be taken off the oars if 
necessary. Most of these oarlocks 
have the tops of the U bent toward 
each other which keeps the oar from 
flying suddenly out of the lock; but 
unfortunately it makes the losing of 
an oarlcck overboard more likely be­
cause the oarlock will come up with 
the oar instead of staying in the 
socket when the oars are taken out.
