Frankfort, Ky, Jan. 14—Bills to
enable Kentucky counties to consol-
idate, then reorganize the basic sys=
tem of county government, are be-
ing prepared under the spnmorsh;p
of State Senator Barl F. Meartin,
Hartford Republican.

The basic point in Martin's ap-
proach  is that the. 67 Kentueky
counties with less than $10,000,000
of assessed value cannot function

NAMES AND PLACES

N my vacation in 1949, I was standing one morning looking out over a
wild array of mountain scenery in Virginia when the thought gud_
denly struck me thdt every field in the map-like view, every stream,

every road or trail had its name, sometimes one of very long standing.
Many of the fields had ceased to be cultivated and had been taken over
by ‘a great national forest; others were still growing crops on their steep
acres. “How could a man,” I asked myself, “going out to plow corn
away up on the mountainside, tell his wife where he would be?” And yet
I knew, frpm my own personal experience, that he could tell in a few
words what-;l’ou and I might have to draw & map to indicate. The Big
Rock Field, or the Old Jones Field, or next to Booger Rock—just such
places I ha.vg_j-_-known and visited many a time. Those who have also been
there could find their way; the rest of humankind would be lost before
starting.

It has been my good fortune to spend many vacations in national
parks: All of these contain areas that used fto be owned in small private
holdings. In early spring it is not unusual to find long-deserted walks out-
lined with narcissus in' full flower. Tell-tale remnants of former flower
gardens are oftento be found in the young second growth. Often I find
myself wondering what was the name of the lane that led down past the
barn and across the fields to Uncle George's or Grandpa Brown's. Now it
is overgrown with beggar lice and sawbriars, formerly it had its prom-
inence in a neighborheod that is now only a memory.

Going back still fargher, what did the Indians call this stream that
now bears some chance English name? Was my favorite knob parficular-
ized by some specific name that was as distinctive as the knob itself is?
How many times in the cenfury and two-thirds that white men have been
here has a new name been applied to this same feature on the landscape?
I can recall three such in 40 years. How many more it may bear in the
next nobody can guess, Of eourse, names have a tendency to become fixed
if they once get into prinfion a map. Also if the name becomes associated
with an event of importafice, it stands a fair chance of remaining long
past even the language #Hab called it forth. Many of our streams and
mouniains intAmerica bﬁ&' names that the Indians applied ages before
our cominz, but often there has grown up some other name that grad-
wally superseded the o}dj;,hﬁnd poetic one.

‘or Duck Lake, but only{i_.'{l;i, few poetic souls would use the old unpronoun-
ceable names, pre[errt_rl{s- the plain, even harsh names given by early
white setilers. Tmagineé re-naming Deadman's Gulch after some poetic
or imaginary Indian qﬁﬁle that one finds in same old record{

This tendency to pame places and objects also applies to animals, 1
doubt Wwhether there are many actual names any longer applied to beef
cattle, for the cycle from calfhood to slaughterhouse is so brief and so
obvious that few ten;@_‘er memories cluster around any such animal. But
the family cows, long & part of the farm, would be lost without some
designation; it would be as unthinkable as having a race horse without
a name. A few people whom I used to know even named all their live
stock, including sheep, brood sows, goats, and at least the most obvious
chickens, After all, if there is need fo designate any particular animal,
o hatier how much it may resemble any other one, what can be better
than a name? Of course, highly favored show animals always bear
names, aristocratic ones that show pedigrees that any animal should
be proud of, If if were not for this tendency to apply names to objects
around us, we wauld feel lost in a world of unfamiliar things; once give
