For the first time in the memory 
of most Floyd counti.ans, there will 
be no assessment of property for 
state or county taxes as of July 1. 

In fact, there will be no assess­
' ment at all made this year. The next 
assessment will be made on January 
1, 1951. 

The tax bills you pay this fall will 
be based on assess:nent made on 
July 1, 1949. 

Reason for the chanc-e is to bring 
the date of assessment closer to the 
date of payment of taxes. This will 
make it easier for the taxpayer to 
know how much tax he is paying for 
what year. From now on, taxes will 
be paid in the same year they are 
assessed. Also there will be less con­
fusion over payment of taxes where 
property is bought or sold. 

In many respects, the new assess­
ment date will be more convenient 
fer the taxpayer, since it comes at 
the usual inventory and bookkeeping I 
date. This is in accord with the 
trend in other states. 

Although county Tax Commission­
ers will not be busy taking the as­
sessment this year, they will u.~e the I 
time to prepare prcperty record 
cards and gather information to hel_p 
in making a more accurate and fatr I 
assessment next year.
