The rates proposed are a minimum
of $450 per month for water and
£3.50 for gas, with rates for quanti-
ties used in excess of the minimum
commensurately higher than those
charged residents of the city.

The
casiest way to explain that is by
comparing his eye with a me n's.

The human eye has sensitive ele~
ments of two kinds: rods and cones,
The concs seem chiefly concerned
with seeing an object clearly in good
light. 'The rods, mest abundant at
the sides, give only a vague image
but they are very sensilive to moves
ment and Hght. You may know the
trick of looking in a very dim light
fer to one side of an object; this
throws its image on the rods which
see it well enough for identification,
when  direct vision (with cones)
would not see it al all. _

The retina of a fish’'s eye consists

As opposed to the apparent Itallan
to our presence, the
Swiss staged a wonderful receptlon
for our Flying Classroom and had
the American flag flying and & band
played our national anthem. I don’t
believe any nation could improve on
the Swiss hospitality.

The Swiss ure prosperous, and al-
though they play a game of armed
neutrality they want us to under-
stand that they are keenly interest-
ed in the problems and ‘roubles of
their European neighbors. They do
not participate in the Marshall Plan,
but Swiss spokesmen cite that while
the ECA costs the American tax-
payer about $37 per Derson they
made a voluntary contribution of
460 a person to assist. In a confer-
ence with Senator Sutweiler, an im-
portant figure. in Switzerland, we
were told the Swiss feel America 1s
produecing too much and we are get-
ting rid of our surpluses in Europe,
but he added that it is a blessing for
Europe.

The Swiss labor unions are very

no communists, The Swiss do not
believe very much in nationalization
of industries, having nationalized
only the railroads, postal service and
some electrical services,

The importance of local village
