There is, of course, no rule of poli­
tics which r equires Clements to have 
a candidate for Governor next sum­
mer, nor one that requires him to 
stay by Wetherby if he does have a 
candidate. It would, however, be out 
of character for Clements not to try 
to nominate and elect a man clo.sely 
tied to him. · 
I Senators are vulnerable if, when [ 
they come up for renomination, 
their party has in the Governor's 
chair a man hostile to them. That 
is why it is important both to Clem­
ents and to his political ally, Sen­
ator Virgil Chapman, to have a 
friend at Frankfort. 

Despite their claim that he lost 
face in the recent election, the Clem­
ents cpponents have such respect 
for his political capjacity that they 
would like to convince themselves 
that he will sit out ~he 1951 guberna­
tor ial primary. 

Their argtrment goes like this: 
Clements bas nothing to gain from 
engaging in a. political fight next 
summer, because the Governor nom­
inated then would not be in oftl.ce 
when Clements is up for renomina­
tion in 1956.
